Morris
Beovil, of Gagetown, dealt particularly
with the draught horse in New: Brunswick.
The rearing of heavy horses. he said, was
becoming more profitable. He condemned
the tendency to sell large mares off tht
farms, and “condemned the “Scrub” sire
without reserve.

Col. Montgomery Campbell gave a brief
historic sketch of the development ‘of horse

breeding. He agreed with Mr. Scovil in|

saying that a heavy horse was the most
profitable for New Brunswick farmers to
breed. 'He advocated better stallions and
a higher gerviee fee.

“Potato raising” was discussed by Sec-
retary Hubbard, In introducing the sub-
Ject, the president stated he was afraid
this ‘would eventually: drive the dairy cow
out of the province. Mr. Hubbard, in the
course of his remarks, said his apinion
was that potato growing would interfere
with no other branch of mixed farming.
The production in the province in the
past. year had been about 3,000,000 barrels
with good prices. New Brunswick, he said,
was fitted to become one of the greatest
potato regions of the world. An enviable
standard in potato raising already had
been reached, and*it should be preserved.
Cultivation was the principal means to-
wards successful growing of potatoes. Sys-
tematic handling and shipping were also
advocated. i

A discussion followed Mr.. Hubbard's
address. R. G. Murray, of St. John, dealt
particularly with the matter of~fertiliz-

Bishop Richardson, in a short -address,
expressed the belief that intensive farming
woudl be thé' system tunder which  the
province would obtain its gréeatest growth.

Fredericton, March 20—Judging of cat-
 tle, both dairy and beef, and addresses on
subjects closely allied to cattle raising,
oceupied the attention of the Farmers
{and Dairymen’s Association here today.

| ¥rof. E. T. Archibald Andrew
| Elliott gave a demonstration in judging
dairy cattle, at the ‘exhibition building in
the morning, and a demonstration in the
judging of beef cattle by the same per-
sons was given in the ‘afternoon.

At the evening session a paper on Co-
operation, by A. C. Fawcett, of Backville,
was the first item on the programme. Mr.
Fawcett's paper, which is printed in an-
other part of The Telegraph, was heard
with deep attention and made a marked
impression. ;

Hon. J. K. Flemming, provincial prem-
ier, followed with an address in which he
| stated that an improvement of conditions
{in the province was one of the most im-
portant problems of the day.

The Result of Coav Testing was dealt
with in an able paper by C. F. Whitley,
of the Department of Agriculture, Otta-
wa. M. H, Parlee, of Lower Millstream,
followed with an'address on The Dairy
Cow, Her Career and Breeding.

Prof. G. W. Cutler, of Macdonald Col-
Elege, Ste. Anne De Bellevue, spoke on
{ Soiling Crops in Relation to Dairying, giv-|
ing much 1nterésting information.

P. J. Mahoney, of Westmorland county,
spoke briefly informing the members of
the association that he had interviewed
the minister of agriculture on Tuesday and
had been informed that the department
would import a numper of bulls of the
milking strain of Short Horns, and desired
information concerning the number of ani-
“mals wanted in New Brumswick. It was
! decided that this matter would be consid>
ered tomorrow and the desired informa-
tion procured.

It was also announced to the meeting
that Hon. D. V. Landry, commissioner of
agriculture, had stated that the provincial
government would make good any loss on
the importation of bulls.

Chancellor Jones; of the University of
New Brunswick, at the request of Presi-
dent Campbell, also spoke. He stated that
the university, through its senate and offi-!
cers, would do their utmost to act with|
the farmers of the province. The great
necessity of the day was technical educa-
tion in agriculture, and he expressed tue
hope ‘that the day was not far distant
when the provincial university would be
in a position to give such instruction.

The chairman, Col. H. Montgomery
