The Moonlight Excursion—Down the Bay—
The Sights and Scenes on the Scud.

About two hundred and fifty persons
were on board the Scud last night when,
at 8.80 oclock; she cast off from her wharf
and steamed down tire harbor, the band

of the 62nd discoursing music. Quite a

number of ladies were present, though
the majority were gentleraen. ¢ Where's
the moon?” ‘When will she be up?”’
were the first questions asked, and they
were asked a good many times before she
did appear. It wasall the better, though,
that the moon did not shine, for in place

to one of the most brilliant displays of
Northern Lights. The deck was crowd-
ed with excursionists watching the
changing and ever varying appearance
‘of the aurora, now shooting upward to
the centré of the arch, and again flashing
with a lurid light all over the face of the
sky, while beyond all this the bright stars
twinkled. The scene on board during
the whole night was animated,—the band
playing between decks, and the dancers
above and below 1olling through quad-
rilles, waltzes, polkas, &c., for the Scud
rolled some and it was rather dificult
dancing. In other parts of the vessel
several impromptu concerts were suc-
cessfully inaugurated. In the quiet cor-
ners of the steamer were quiet couples,
happy in each other, and in the cabin
merry parties were organized, while many
were fatigued and retired to rest. About
11 o’clock a raid was made on the cabin
by some who were not inclined to sleep,
and a grand ‘waking scene occurred.
Cushions were thrown around in all direc-
tions, and every one had to look out for

| his own head. Cork life preservers flew

round with such unerring aim that dodg-
ing was the onlyhope of saving head orhat.
‘At a later hout a large crowd got into the
cabin, and commenced the same work,
‘which ended in a pugilistic encounter be-
tween two young men of the party. Capt.
Leary came ‘down and quieted the dis-
turbance. The steamer went down the
bay until Lepreaux light was sighted, and
then turned, steaming slowly until
off Macoy’s Head, after which she ran up
to the city at a rapid rate of speed. The
terra firma law of closing at 10 o’clock
does not apply on the briny deep, and
consequently two bar rooms did arushing
business, being filled all the time with the
thirsty crowd. = About 11 o'clock the
moon rose, and was indeed a beautiful
gight, shedding her rays over the face of
the deep.

Captain Leary was in command, and
the Committee of arrangements were
en board looking after affairs in general,
and their lady friends in particular. Hot
coffee and sandwiches were served to the
Committee and a few friends before the
boat reached the wharf, on her return.
The fact of its being so eatly in the season
deterred many from going, but the air
was warm, and no one complained of the

cold.

Politioal Excitement in the Btreets.

Around town there is quite an excite-
ment on the vote of Wednesday night in
the House of Commons. Those who
have not paid their school taxes say they
will hold off alittle longer, and some who
have paid are regretting that they did so,
believing that this vote will upset the
law. What will the Government do? is
the question, and the opinion is freely ex-
pressed that SirJjohn 4 Macdonald is ina
tighter place than he has ever been be-
fore, and will want all his cuteness to
work himself out. Others think that it
will not make the least difference, and
that the bills will be assented to as if
there had been no adverse vote. The
Catholics and other opponents of free
schools look jubilant and consider it a
great victory for their principles. In all
parts of the city are seen groups of men
discussing the vote, and many of those
who have been strongest confederates
hesitate not to speak of a repeal of the
Union, if the local acts are interfered
with on a vote of the House of Commons.
Several have suggested the calling of &
public meeting, at which there should be
a strong expression of public opinion
from the commercial capital of New
Brunswick. A determinationis expressed
to stand by the Common Schools Act, no
matter what may be the action of the
Government.

PARLTAMENT OF OANADA.

Special Telegrams to the Tribune.

The Defeat of the Government on the
School Question — Personahtics—
The Public Health—Prince Ed’wd
Island.

OTTAWA, May 15.

Lastnight Mr. Masson contended that
the Catholics of New Brunswick had the
right, under the British North America’
Act, to appeal to the central authority.
Hon. Mr. Langevin argued that the Gov-
ernment had no power to interfere. Mr.
A. J. Smith declared that the English
Privy Council must be left to settle the
master. Parliament would become &
mere Court of Appeal if everybody who
felt aggrieved at the Acts passed by Local
Legislatures could apply to it for inter-
ference. Mr. Palmer and Mr. Burpee
argued against the right of the Governor
General to disallow a constitutional act.
Mr. Tilley warned the House against so
gross a violation of the Constitution.
Mr. Mackenzie thought the several acts
passed by the New Brunswick Legisla-
ture last session should be disallowed
pending the final decision of the Privy
Council of the Empire on the appeal. He
would support the resolution. The Costi-
gan résolution was put and carried—98
yeas, 63 nays—the Ontario and Quebec
Opposition, the Government Catholic
members, and Anglin, Costigan and Cut-
ler of New Brunswick voting yea. :

OTTAWA, May 16.

Yesterday afternoon Mr. Huntington
said there was important evidence in the -
hands of a trustee in support of his Paci-
fic Railway charges against the Govern-
ment, and that it should be secured im-
mediately. Protests were made agaiust
the bringing up of the matter in the
House after it had been delegated to a
committee,-and there was much conft=
sion for a time. A motion was at last
carried unanimously instructing the com-
mittee to meet to-day and secure the evi-
dence.

The Premier said the controverted
election bill would be allowed to stand
over till next session.

In Committee of Supply the appropria-
tion for the survey of the Pacific Railway
was made the text for a discussion of the
whole question. The Premier explained
that, if the Company secured the required
capital, the money would be deducted
from the subsidy, and if the Company
failed there would be nothing lost; as the
survey must be made anyway. Mr, Hol-
ton’s speech contained a flerce personal
attack on Sir John, and the Premier’s re-
tort was equally as bitter.

The House concluded voting supply
last night, except the supplementary esti-
mates for the present year.

Mackenzie, Mills and others offered a
lengthy opposition to the item of $20,000
relating to the public health in the Mari-
time Provinces, and Tupper, Mitchell,
McKay and Coffin defended it, *showing
how the Maritime ports wére ‘cofistantly
exposed to contagious diseases brought
from foreign ports, and that it was neces-
sary to have means at ‘hand to arrest
such diseages. g

It is supposed that terms of union with
Prince Edward Island will be submitted
to-day.

The
Chief Justice, yesterday, lost all pati-
ence with this witness, and asked him
«if he knew how to tell the truth?”—at
the same time telling him that he was
then to tell the truth, the whole truth and
nothing but the truth, and to speak it out
like a man, and not delay the ends of
jastice, and waste the time of jurors and
tle court. It was one of the sharpest
rebukes ever administered in the Court.

City Police Court.

Police news this morning in the city
was very scarce. There was only one
prisoner in the dock, and he was a small
boy who could hardly see over the rail.
The charge against him was that he was
drunk in Mill street, had been guilty of
stealing potatoes irom Michael Durick’s
wagon, and also of assaulting the same
man. This was quite a numberof charges
against a boy apparently not more than
twelve years of age. They were all
proved and he was fined $6; he will go
to gaol to work out his fine.

William Harris was arrested on inform-
ation of Robert Paisley for assaulting
him.

Har¥s, who is a sailor and
a rough looking customer, was fined $8,
which was at once paid.
