94800).The Name and Title ot the In­
fant Prince

Some curiosity exists as to the name and 
title of the young Prince, some asserting 
that it will be Prince Albert Edward of 
Wales, whilst others think that be will re­
ceive some rush designation sa Duke of 
Cornwall or Duke of Gloucester. No 
doubt, however, exist# that l is juvenile 
Royal Highness will, like his father, be 
named Albert Edward ; but it is perhaps 
not so universally known that the name by 
which the Prince of Wales will ascend the 
throne—(may the day be far distant !) —will 
bo King Edward the Seventh. It is said 
that thia was the express wish of the late 
Prince Consort, who thought that Albert I. 
would hardly sound congenial to the English 
ear. Il has, however, grown congenial 
enough since his demise, through the re- 
speet we pay to the memory of the good 
Prince. Unless the infant son of the Prince 
of Wales receive some special title by crea­
tion, it appears uncertain what he will be 
called. For the nearest precedent we must 
go back about 125 years, when there was a 
Sovereign, a Prince of Wales, and an eldest 
son of the Prince of Wales, all living. That 
eldest son, after George III., was then cal­
led Duke of Edinburg, that being one of 
the inferior titles borne by bis father, Fred- 
rick. Prince of Wales. If this precedent 
be followed in the present instance, the in­
fant Prince will be called Earl of Dublin, 
that being the only inferior title of the pres- 
ert Prince of Wales which is not inalienably 
attached to him as eldest eon of the Sover­
eign. In default of this or some other title 
by creation, it would seem he would be cal­
led Prince Albert of Wales, — Court Jou,- 
nul.
