natives which you fear. The sentrol of railway rates
through the Rallway Comnission is, to my way of thinking,
redognition of the Community as a party to industry, and
rapresantation of it as ocuch. Were it thought nocessary
to glve the Community direet representation at any council
or board of Jirectorsisuich the other parties to industry
might be represented, it would =een that some such board
88 tho Rellway Comrission, or even the Oovernment, might
avppoint a represantative, with power to sec that taoc
interests of the community were sefeguarded by recuiring
a fuil imowlelge of important transsotions, i? not actually
participating in procesdings. Public opinion is the
Conmunity's voice. Whatever may servs 1o shape pudlic
opinion intaditgently will eoffeet = true represontation of
the Conmanity in matters in waleh it has a very real
intarass.
