I wholly agree w#ith Mr. Yelborn's view that quite as important as any
plan of a permunent board of conciliation is the time and the manner
of glvlng it effect, and that circumstances being as mentloned in his
lotter, this would not be the right moment to come forward with a now
polley. I agree also very decidedly w#ith the view that 1f a step of
this kind can be taken as a natural step forward or development of a
past policy, 1t would be most desirable that it should be taken in that
way, and that this should be dono in a mamner which will leave no
opportunity of confusion, oither in the minds of the pudlic or of
working men that it has been forced in conseuence of the strike or
introduced as a feature of its sottlement.

Parhaps {t would be as well wore the announcement of the work of the
Foundation to be made at an early date, and if it would be agreeable
to !'r. Rockkefeller, Mr. Murphy and yourself, I would be glad to come
down t0 How York some day during the latter part of next week and we
could then discuss togethor tho form which it would bo desirable for
tho announcement to take, apd agree upon tho time and manner of making
it.
