Grantham's Landlng on Howe Jound, and the domestic
water supply is obtuined from Sosames Creek at
Granthem's Landing. The water is pumped, by means
of ar hydraulic ram, frmm the creek to a 5000
gallon storage tank situated Just inside the north
boundary of the resarva.

A8 will be seen from the plans of this
pipeline prapared dy W. 3. Mollhanmey and dated
May 11, 1945, the water maln paaspes from the
highway aeross the 8.9, quarter of Lot D, then
aeross the N.E. quarter of Lot E, then across the
road allowance and to the storage tank on the
resarve. To obviate the necessity of croasing
private property it 1s proposed to relooate this
part of the nins line.

Lote D and ¥ are each (0 » 120 and slope
steeply down from esst to west. They are bhounded
on the north, east, and west by road allowanses
and on the south by the reserve. It is now
plenned to relocate the pipe line esst along the
road sllowance north of Lot D, thence south along

the road allowance east of Lots I and R to the
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water tank.
