Final Payment For Porto Rico and
Lizzie B. Made.

T AMOUNTED TO $47,500

The Full Price Was $52,000, of Which
$4,500 Was Paid Down at the Time
of the Purchase — An Important
Strike Made Friday in Lily May.

The final payment of $47,500 was made
for the Porto Rico and the Lizzie B.
claims Wednesday last by the Can-
adian. Pacific Exploration, limited,
to George Day and J. Maxwell. The
sale of these properties was made on
December 16, 1896, by Messrs. Maxwell
and Day_ to W. H. Courbold, the repre-
sentative and manager for the Can-
adian Pacific Exploration. The price
was $52i000, the sum of $4,500 being
paid down and the balance being made
due in one year. This sale was en-
gineered by J. B. Johnson & Co., brok-
ers of this city. These properties are
located on the headwaters of Slate
creek, a tributary of the Salmon river,
at a point eight miles from Ymir. Con-
siderable development work has been
done on the Porto Rico. The tunnel on
the vein is in a distance of over 80 feet
and a considerable amount of explora-
tion work has been done. The ore is
quartz, carrying iron and copper pyrites,
assays $100 to the .ton, and the vein is
from two ' to four feet wide. A wagon
road has been constructed from the mine
to the Nelson & Fort Sheppard railway,
and it will not be long before shipments
of ore will be made. The purchasers of
the property are more than pleased with
the property, which promises to become
one of the important mines of the Quartz
Creek district.
