In 1916
the ; returns’ were - $28,922,618 as
against $27,182,123 in 1915, showing
the substantial increase of $1,790,395.

In view of the many conditions that
prevailed in 1915 which were appar-
ently better than the year just closed,
the increased returns are the more
satisfactory. During the year the city
was depleted of a battalion of soldiers,
a draft from Brandon College, and
also was the centre if a large area
that suffered more or less from a
rusted crop, but despite these draw-
ks Brandor continued to make
steady upward progress in business as
in many other directions.
