ANNEXATION OF BRITISH NORTH
AMERICA. :

We have not yet quite got over the
shock which our eystem received from the
abrupt announcement recently made, that
there was for the present no room for im-
migrants in the wide territorfes of /British
America. It is an idea we have dwelt npon
with the fondest enthusiasm that the tracte
in America owning the British eway are in
truth not provinces but integrgl portions of
country, as closely united with Britain as
Ircland, the only difference that we conld
understand being that the one was reached
in a few hours, the other in a few days.—

Wo pity that man whose heart is not car-
ried at once away by the truthfulness of the
evidence we are about to l.y before the
reader, and we envy not the understanding
of him who does not at once fall into the
conclusion that such feelinges are common
amongst the scttlers. The gentlemsn 1o
whom we allude is the Emigration Agent
at 1 8t. John's,* and the occasion which
brought his vainable testimony under public
notice wae his appearing before a Commit-
tee of the Honee of Lorde, in 1847. In
answer to a question put, he stated that he
was an owner of land in the Provinee, and
that he had bought and sold much land.—
He is required by the Committee to state
whether he thonght that the opening of the
trunk line from Quebee to Halifax would be
productive of great national consequences.

Take his reply:—

“‘I'here ie no doubt that the constriction
of the line would improve the moral, soeial,
and political eondition of these Colonies to
the greatest possible extent; it would, in
fact, unite us together and make ue one
Colony, which we now are not; for New
Brunswick is so separated from Canain at
present, that there is very little intcrcom-
munication between us: and that exists to
some extent also with respcet to Nova
Scotin, the intercommunication with which
would be greatly increased by a Railway.
We should become one great and powerful
Colony, instead of being frittered away, as
we now are, to several small and insignifi-
cant ones. It would unite ue altogether;
and the steamers that now cross the Atlan-
tic, so certainly and so rapidly, would bring
us into instant communication, as it were,
with England; and we should, | trust, under
the arrangements which would then take
place, become not distant Colonies, but ParT
AND ParcRL oF THE UniTkp Kinapom. We
shou!d hope to be considered and treated
rather as Countigs or THrR Umitep Kine-
pom than as mere Colonial possessions.’
