The first of the league matches 
between St. Paul’s, Edmonton, and 
Strathcona City teams was played 
last night at the athletic grounds, 
before a fair number of spectators. 
At the start the teams gave evidence 
of being in good condition and made 
things lively for the first half, Strath­
cona scoring first by good combina­
tion playing on the part of her, for­
wards, Judge netting the pigskin. 
Shertly afterwards Edmonton equal­
ized matters by placing the ball with­
in the net. There was no further 
scoring during the half. The second 
period opened more slowly, but as 
the game progressed Strathcona got 
her opponents on the defensive, and 
eventually Judge scored again, -here 
were no further goals during the half, 
and the game ended Strameona 2, 
St. Paul’s 1.

The contest was impartially refereed 
by Mr. G. Smedley, of Vancouver. 
Mr. Smedley was captain of last 
year’s Vancouver City team and vice- 
president of the Nationals of Van­
couver. His decisions were impar­
tial, and members of both teams pro­
nounced his work the best given in 
either of the two cities for some time.

NOTES.
The St. Paul’s have the making of 

an excellent team, and with good 
coaching should give a good account 
of themselves through the league 
series.

Strathcona full backs played a 
splendid relieving game, but the half 
backs frequently were rather wild in 
their placing. The outside left at 
times showed greater proficiency in 
questioning the referee’s decisions 
than in playing the game.

C.P.R. CROSSINGS 
IN STRATHCONA

The Subject of Letters Passing 
Between The Mayor And 

Superintendant Jamieson

The following letter has been re­
ceived by Mayor Mills from R. R. 
Jamieson, of the C. P. R., Calgary, 
with reference to the crossings of the 
streets over the railway line :

"Referring to our conversation when 
in Strathcona a few days ago about 
a street crossing somewhere between 
Whyte and Oliver avenues, on look­
ing at a plan on my return, I find 
that a crossing on McDonald avenue 
will be better for the railway than 
one on Lumsden, as McDonald ave­
nue would practically be crossed by 
but one track, while Lumsden avenue 
would be crossed by at least four 
tracks.

“Further, our property north of 
McDonald avenue can be used for lo­
cal delivery tracks and spur tracks 
according as the city develops, as it is 
now considerably devoted to such use.

“I trust therefore that this crossing 
at McDonald instead of Lumsden ave­
nue, will be satisfactory.

To this letter Mayor Mills replied 
as follows:

"I have your favor of the 20th of 
May herein, and in reply beg to say 
that I will place your letter before 
the council at its next regular meet­
ing.

‘We are already looking into this 
matter, and for the purpose, I would 
desire, if possible, to secure from you 
a profile map of the extension of your 
line to the proposed high level bridge.

"I trust that you will be able to for­
ward the same, upon receipt of which 
the city will go into the matter and 
communicate With you at once."

WAR IMMINENT 
IN GUATEMALA

The Troops Are Throwing up 
Entrenchments And Pre­

paring For Fight.

FEARED BROTHER 
OF CZOLGOSY

Assassin of McKinley Was t< 
be in Canton During Funeral 

of Mrs McKinley.

Mexico City, Mexico, May 29.—El 
Diario de La Tarde in its last edition 
this evening prints a special message 
from the border to Tuxtila Guiterez, 
which says that Guatemalan .troops 
are throwing up entrenchments and 
mounting artillery opposite the town 
of Oces. This information cannot 
at this time be officially confirmed, 
the government knowing nothing of 
the incident. The special message 
follows : "Tuxtilla Guiterex, We have 
just received in this city a message 
from the Tapachula which says, ‘The 
Guatemalan forces are actively throw­
ing up entrenchments and conducting 
fortifications on the line opposite 
Oces. Pieces of artillery are being 
brought from the centre of the re­
public of Guatemala and mounted. 
The 25th infantry have arrived here 
and Mexican troops are daily arriving 
and being placed along the border.

Canton, Ohio, May 29—In spite of 
a rumor that Michael Czolgosz, a 
brother of the assassin of President 
McKinley, would be in Canton to­
day, the funeral of Mrs. McKinley and 
the visit of President Roosevelt pas­
sed off without incident of sinister 
note. The local police were assisted 
by secret service men from Washing­
ton and Cleveland. No trace was 
found of Czolgosz or any anarchist, 
although three strangers were held in 
the jail during the president's stay. 
They were released this evening.

That the police were taking no 
cliances was made evident by the 
quick-shift arrangements made at the 
McKinley home. The friends and! 
relatives of the McKinley family left 
by the front door to go to their car­
riages. Crowds had gathered in front 
of the place but the presidential party 
was let out of a side door to their 
carriages. The trip to the cemetery 
was made quickly and without inci­
dent and fifteen minutes ahead of the 
appointed time the president return­
ed to his car. A large crowd had 
gathered and asked for a speech, but 
the president merely wished them 
“good luck."

NEW HOSPITAL WILL COST 
RATEPAYERS 16 CENTS

PER «1,000 ASSESSMENT.
There are several facts which are 

interesting about the by-law to be 
voted on next Monday to grant the 
public hospital $66,000 for the purpose 
of erecting a new building.

The amount called for in the by­
law is $60,000. The debentures for 
this will be spread over a period of 
40 years, thus making posterity bear 
a shear of the burden.

The amount of money necessary 
to be raised yearly to retire the deben­
tures by providing à sinking fund 
add interest is $2,913.21.

The amount of assessable and tax 
paying property fpr J907 is $20,000,000 
The amount of taxes necessary to be 
paid yearly by j. ratepayer assessed 
for $1,000, assuming that the assess 
ment remains stationery, is 16 cents

No public building is more neces 
sary in Edmonton than an up-to-date 
hospital, and the need for such 
building is increasing yearly.

The by-law ought to receive the 
unanimous approval of the 
payers.

GERMANY FOR PEACE NOT WAR.
Berlin, May 39—Speaking tonight 

at a public banquet given in honor of 
the visiting British journalists, Herr 
Muehlberg, under secretary of state, 
referred to the mistaken impressions 
of Germany’s intentions conveyed by 
many foreign newspapers, which he 
deplored. Regarding the tale that Ger­
many is threatening or imperilling the 
peace of the world, he said : “The Ger­
many army is viewed abroad with a 
suspicious eye, as a war engine, des­
tined one day to be let loose to spread 
disturbance and terror over the world. 
It is true that Germany has a great 
and gallant army of which we are 
justly proud, but can anybody say 
that this army since the establishment 
of the empire has been misused, that 
we have frivolously risked the lives 
of any person."

Regarding the German navy Herr 
Huelberg remarked : “I read state­
ments especially from your country 
that we conceal our program—cast a 
veil over our ultimate aims. I am at 
a loss to understand this. Our pro­
gram is open to the world. The terms 
of our naval law of 1900 cannot be 
violated by the executive. It gives 
definitely and clearly the program aa 
indicated of the strength of our navy. 
When compared with that of the Brit­
ish navy there cannot be a doubt 
left in the mind of an unprejudiced 
observer that our navy is intended for 
the protection of our shores and sea­
board trade. We strive for nothing 
else, but for this we strive with all 
the rights of every great progressive 
and honor loving nation.”
