FREE TO ENTER WAR.
Roamanian Parlinment Gives Govern-
ment Carte Blanche,

LONDON, Dec. 29. — The Londoa
Telegraph correspondent at Buchar-
est (Roumania) telegraphed yester-
day as followg:—

To-day, in a debate upon an ad-
dress in reply to a message from the
throne, the Prime Minister asked the
majority to waive discussion, and
asked the Opposition to leave the
Government ““full liberty of action to
fulfill its great duty.”

The Conservative party expressed :
its willingness to do this. M. Disesco,
on behelf of the Conservative Demo-
crats, repeated the declaration made |
by Take Jonesco in the Chamber, ac- ’
cording to which Roumania ought to
abandon her neutral position and |
make an immediate alliance with the
Triple Entente. He accused Austria
of ingratitude towards  Roumania,
and concluded by observing that two
sections of the Opposition, the Con-
servatives and the Conservative
Democrats, had declared for an aban-
donment of neutrality and for an al-
liance with France, Russia and Bri-
tain. He expressed the hope that pres- !
ently this policy would be adopted |
officially.

The address to the throne was
agreed to unanimously.

In ac- |
knowledgment of the resolution, the '

charges, and a report on the matter |
is expected ghortly.
The professional trained nurses
are complaining that young women of
means and social influence, attracted
by the sentimental side of nursing at
the front, have stormed the hospitals |
and have in many‘cases obtained posi-
tions, notwithstanding that they
knew nothing of the work.
Such being the case, according to
the allegation of the Nurses’ Council,
the rush of amateurs has pushed
aside the competent, greatly to the
misfortune of the wounded Tommy,
who has to submit te ‘‘fussing” and
petting at the hands of pretty, un-
trained girls, which, while sentiment-
ally appealing, does not go very far
toward ministering to his real needs.
The agitation against the incompe-
tent nurse was raised early in the
war, but only just now have the or-
ganized nurses, numbering some
6,000, brought the matter officially to
the attention of the War Office.

TURKS ARE SEDITIOUS.

Strong Movement Is Under Way to
Rise Against Germans.

NEW YORK, Dec. 29.—A London
Daily Express despatch from Athens
to The Herald says:

There is every indication that a
storm is gathering in the interior of
Turkey. The police have seized thou-
sands of proclamations in the bar-
racks in Constantinople, calling on all
true Turks to rise against the Ger-
mans and the committee of union
and progreses, in order to save Tur-
key, ‘‘because the enemy is at her
gates.”

Consternation is widespread in the
governing circles in Turkey, and
there is general dissatisfaction over
the lack of military successes. It is
feared the fleet cannot be trusted and
Enver Pasha and Field Marshal von
der Goltz have prepared the way for
drastic changes. Talaat Bay’s party
is working in the direction of propos-
ing peace on the basis of maintaining
the status quo. This neutrality is not
acceptable to many of the Turkish
people.

It is somewhat ironic to recall, in
the first place, how emphatic a num-
ber of people were two years ago that
the Prince of Wales would marry
Princess Victoria Louise, the only
daughter of the German Emperor,
and thus ensure the peace of kurope.

The list of eligible princesses, 80
far as the Prince of Wales is con-
cerned, is not a very long one, and
one’s thoughts naturally turn to Rus-
sia, and the four daughters of the
Czar. The two youngest of these, the
Grand Duchess Marie and the Grand

ages are fifteen and thirteen, need
not, on account of their youthfulness,
be considered. The eldest, the Grand
Duchess Olga, who is nineteen years
of age—one year younger than the
Prince of Wales—hes been ‘“‘engaged”’
quite a number of times, if rumor is
to be believed. It is said by some

ly been arranged, while the recent
death of the King of Roumania has
once again revived the report that
Prince Carol, the eldest son of the
twenty-one years of age—has been
chosen as her future husband.

The consequences is that up to the
present the Prince of Wales’ name
has not been coupled with that of the
Grand Duchess Olga’s but with that
of the Grand Duchess Tatiana, who
is now in her eighteenth year.

A pretty, vivacious, and charming
girl, she would prove in several re-
spects a popular bride for the Prince
of Wales, particularly in view of the
fact that she has imbibed from her
grandmother, the Dowager Empress
Marie, sister of Queen Alexandra,
whose favorite grandchild she is,
many English sympathies.

A matrimonial alliance with Italy,
it is said, has long been the ambition
of various English statesmen. Italy,
however, has no eligible royal
daughters at the present time, the
eldest child of the King and Queen
of Italy, Princess Yolanda, being only
thirteen years of age.

A union of the Prince of Wales
with Princess Helene of Greece, the
third child of the present King of
Greece, who is a nephew of Queen
Alexandra, has also been suggested
from time to time. The princess is
nineteen years of age, but here again,
as in the case of Roumania, the
alliance would scarcely be regarded
as important enough by the King's
advisers. There would seem little
doubt, therefore, that one may look
to Russia for the future bride of the
Prince of Wales.

Wellington and Ostend.

On that great battlefield around
Ostend, where the British are now
doing more than keeping the enemy
at bay, the great career of the Duke
of Wellington began, just 121 years
ago. It had been designed to land
the British forces in Brittany, but at
the last moment Ostend wac selected,
and Col. Wellesley’s regiment landed
with them.
