A WELL-SPENT DAY.

East York Farmers on a Visit to the
Ontario Model Farm.

ToroxTo, June 23.—The members of
Fast York Farmers’ Institute set an excel-
lent example Friday and spent their annual
holiday in a visit to the Guelph Model
Farm, and about 350 were present. After
lunch President Mills addressed the visit-
ors. He began by telling his audience
somewhat of the work done at the farm.
He touched a popular chord when he asked
for farmers to send him none of their numb-
skulls, but rather their best-brained boys.
The day had gone ‘by forever when men
were so foolish as to think that they must
give their brightest sons to the learned
professions and keep the residue for the
farm.

Prof. Shaw, who has been proving him-
selt master of the agricultural department,
followed in an address that was primarily a
declaration of war against weeds. He ex-
pressed the opinion that the cheapest and
most effective way of destroying weeds is to
allow them to go to seed and then call in the
aid of autumn cultivation. He assured the
farmers present that the total costof a year’s
schooling at the college need not exceed $75,
and called their attention to the need of
supporting the only place in the Province
where farmers’ boys may be trained.

Hon. Charles Drury, Minister of Agri-
culture, was warmly received. He compli-
mented the yeomen of East Kent on being
model farmers. Mr. Drury thought that
the Model Farm should be open to the
freest criticism, and explained a new system
of arranging the estimates that he had in-
troduced so as to learn if the farm proper
paid. Mr. Drury warmly complimented
the staff on their efficiency and the excur-
sionists on their choice of a holiday.

President Hood expressed his pleasure at
what he had ‘seen.

Gold Medalist Rennie said that he came
to learn, not vo criticise, and told of his
visit to Guelph when there on the deputa-
tion that picked out the site of the farm.

The last speech of the day was made by
Secretary Whitesides, whose selection it
was to bring the annual excursion to Guelph.

The vititors then inspected the creamery,
the stock pen, the laboratory and museum,
the experimental fields, the hot-houses and
all unnamed corners of the farm. They
admired Professor Shaw’s plan of grading
the roads so that the entirt road may be
cleared of weeds by the use of the field
mower; they learned that the farm has in
progress 142 experiments in wheat, 56 in
barley, 92 in oats and afumber in roots and
grasses, and that over 100 acres are being
cultivated with hoed crops, with the prim-
ary object of cleaning the land.
