[MME. DE LOZINA EXPLAINS

RUSSIA THE GREAT DREAMER

Tells How a Nation of Ideal-
ists Failed in a Practical
Crisis.

AT CANADIAN CLUB

. Just the truth about Russia.
beauty and the tragedy of it.
is what Mme. C. Liubeck
Lozinskey brought vividly
Women’s Canadian club in
of her address yesterday afternoon,
at the first meeting of the season,
held at the Central collegiate.

A daugater of the Russian nobility,
accustomed to life in the brilliant
court of the czar., and yet having
passed through the bitterness of a
revolution and ascendancy " of the
Bolsheviks, she speaks without bit-
terness. Her message comes from
an understandjng heart and she
points out, simply and unaffectedly,
just what was bad about the old re-
gime and even believes some good
may come out of the horrible condi-
tions which exist in Russia today.

In spite of what she has come
ghrough, she smiles on the world. She
is still young and lovely to look
upon, and her intellect is one which
has an astounding grasp of politics
and economics, a fact

brought out in her address of yester-
day afternoon.

Was a Dreamer.

“The Russian of before the war was
a dreamer,” she said. “We would
#0 out into our gardens and read and
dream by the hour. And because we
so loved to dream, we did not do
much acting. And that was bad for
Russia. For our dreaming all ended
with the revolution. 'And our beauti-
ful, happy life was all changed.

“Our most cultured men were
dreamers. A few years at university
was considered nothing to them and
they stayed on and on, spending a
whole lifetime in academic study and
dreams.

“This was very
should have been a
hibited men from staying too many
vears at university. But there was
no such law and many, going there
as young students, would stay on and
on through the years, dreaming and
dreaming. And especlaily did they
dream about politics. And all the
time they were Aoing nothing uactive
in the world of politics. The result is
Bolshevism. It would have been bet-
ter if these dreamers had been doing
actual work for their country, but
they did not realize it.

“Our nurses encouraged us to
dream when we were little by telling
us wonderful fairy stories, and then
when we went to &chool our teachers
encouraged us to dream.

Went to University.

“Those of us who went on to uni-
yersity were taught there theoretical
things rather than practical things.
That's why we were not prepared to
look in the eye of real life, so had
such a hard time when the revolution
came.

“It was not the thing for women of
the nobility to go to high school and
university, But my father

In contrast to the old happy life
in Russia, when education was dis-
seminated by dreamers to dreamegs,
Mme. Anna de Lozina told of the
present educational systems in Rus-
sia. In 1914, five million Russian
children were attending school and
this was four times the number
which attended school a decade be-
fore that timé. Today. under the
Bolshevik system, with all its prom-
ises, only two and a half million
children are in attendance at school.

Making Communists.

“When the Bolsheviks came intd
power in 1917, declared the speaker,
“the entire educational system was
changed. Boys and girls were put
into the same classes, and the main
sbject of the instruction given them
was to make them communists,

“Special courses warring against
religion were instituted. The children
were taught that the laws of nature
were higher than the principals of
religion, and that they must not be
Christians, but just perfect beasts.
You know it is much easier to en-
courage bad instincts in children than
good ones. The result has been that
children coming from the finest
families are learning to steal. They
are told that anybody’'s property is
the property of all. And so it has
been going on.

“Students of sculpture must spend
part of their time learning to be
blacksmiths, and so on. Culture is
frowned upon. Children of laboring
men may enter college without ex-
amination, while very stiff tests are
required of the children of men who
do not work with their hands, but
with their brains.

A Step on the Way.

“This educational system of course
is awful. But it has this to its
credit: It is more practical than the
educational system before the war,
and in this respect it may be better.
But as a whole the present educa-
t'onal system in Russia is a work of
destruction rather than construction.
The old system was not right, much
less is the new. We don’'t know how
it will finish, but we always hope
that a better\time will come.” :

Speaking of the family life in
Russia. the speaker clalimed that in
that couatry, in the life before the
war, men and women w\re muc‘h
more companionable than in this
country. Men trusted their wives
! there, she said and would do little
without asking their advice.

“Of course our wnmen never had
the spirit of militant feminism,” she
said. “Yet at the same time they
tried. through their influence, to have

and social life.

“Russians are very individual,” she
said. “You rarely found them gath-
ered together unless they were quar-
reling. The saying went that ‘one
Russian was generous; two Russiansz
were a misunderstanding, and three
Russians were a scandal’”
