The people do not think war is in-
evitable, It is asserted that the Liber-
als will soon form a cabinet, and that on
the return of the Queen from San Sebas-
tian to Madrid Captain-General Weyler
will be recalled fram Coba and auton-
omy established in the island, thus leav-
ing no pretext for the intervention of
the United States.

Loxpox, Sept. 21.—The Times in a
special article dealing with the causes
which led France to propose the iree
coinage of silver, says that the French
ambassador proposes 16} to 1 as the
ratio at which France would open
her mints, and then proceeds to
review to bimetallic movement in
France.

William of Germany the Guest of Francis
Joseph at Buda Pesth.

Bupa Pesta, Sept 2L.—At the: state |
banq et giveh to-day iu’ Hofor of Em-
peror William of Germany, Emperor
Franeis Joseph, in cordially proposing
His Majesty’s health, referred to him as
“ my faithful friend, ally and unwearied
fellow laborer in the great work of peace,
to which we ever devote our best powers.”’

The speech of Emperor William in re-
ply caused tremendous enthusiasm, es-
pecially when he alluded to Count Zrin-
yi’s defence of the fortrees of Szigoeth, in
1666, when he blew up the citadels
rather than capitulate to the Turke.

After the banguet Emperor William
and Emperor Franees Joseph attended a
gala performance at the opera, following
which they inspected the street illumin-
ations. They then drove to the railway
station, where the German Emperor
bade farewell to his Imperial host and
took his departure after mutual kissing
and amid loud cheering.

THE PEACE TREATY.

Greek Courage Returning With Its Conclu-
sion—Signed by the Sultan,

ArnENs, Sept. 21.—The political situa-
tion arising out of the conditions of the
peace convention is serious. M. Delly-
annis, the former premier and leader of
the dominant party numerically in the
Boule, has asserted that if the proposed
scheme of foreign control should prove
to imply an interference with the sove-
reign rights of the state, he would not
hesitate to advise the chamber to reject
the treaty.

The tone of the press continues in-
dignant, and the Akropolis declares the
treaty ‘‘the most iniquitous document
of modern times.”” Many are preparing
to demonstrate against the treaty.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Sept. 21.—The pre-
liminary treaty of peace between Turkey
and Greece, which was signed on Satur-
day by the representatives of the Sultan
and of the powers, has been granted by
the Sultan.

A GREAT GERMAN SHIP.

Monster Vessel Expected to Make a New
Record for the Atlantic Passage.

SourHAMPTON, Sept. 21.—The new
twin-screw steamer Kaiser Wilhelm der
Grosse, of the North German Lloyd line,
has arrived here from Bremen. She at-
tained an average speed of 20.7 knots per
hour, with 68 revolutions of her engines
r minute For a while she made
25.10 knots per hour with 74 revoliutions.
Capt. Englehart is confideut that she
'will beat the record of the St. Paul during
the first voyage. The builder guaran-
teed a speed of 21 knots per hour on her
maiden voyage, at 8 minimum of 75
revolutions per minute, Only the slight-
est vibration was noticeable. The Kaiser
Wilhelm der Grosse carries 755 passen-

LADUE ADVISES FLIGHT.

He Sees Only Starvation Ahead if
the Present Population Remain
in the Klondyke.

A Courier May Be Despatched to
Urge an Immediate Break
for the Coast.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 21.—Jo§eph Las
due, the Alaskan pioneer, called on
President McKinley to-day. He was
presented by Becretary Alger. Mr. Mc-

NEW CUBAN TARIFF.

Provision for Retaliation on United States
—Export Duties on Tobacco.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 22.—Copies of the
new Cuban tariff law as recently gazet-
ted at Madrid have been received here.
The preamble recites: *‘ The government
shall be able to decree a special charge
of 30 per cent. of all the duties on the
products of whatever nation that in the
application of itsigéneral tariff shall pre-
judice Spain’s products by treating
differentially.” . =

Under this clatse the government re-
tains large discretion to apply an addi-
tional duty of 30 ‘per cent if American
duties are construed to prejudice Spain’s

the island must be special.

An export duty is levied on tobacco as
follows: Manufactured tobacco, casts of
cigarettes, 90 cents per thousand; cut
for cigarettes, $3.75! Fer 100 kilos ; cigars,
$5.35 per 1,000; leai tobacco and filling
from the provinceiof Santiago de Cuba
and exported through the custom house
at Gibar or Manzillo, $2.26 per 100 kilos;

LONDON BANKERS PROTEST.

They Dissent From the Bank of England’s
Action Respecting Silver,

Loxpox, Sept. 22.—A meeting of the
bankers of London ecalled to protest
against the action of the governor of the
Bank of England in relation to thesilver
reserve, was held at the clearing house
to-day. There was a large attendance of
representatives of powerful interests.
Several of the prominent banks were not
represented, but according to the state-
ments of those who participated in the
meeting, their absence was due to the
fact that their heads were not in or near
London at the present time. A resolution
Frot.esting against the Bank of Eng-
and’s proposed
This resolution nbodied

sent at to-day’s meeting were pledged to
secrecy in regard to the proceedings. Mr.
Robert Benson, who threatened at the
recent meeting of the Bank of England
to sell his bank stock if silver reserves
were held, took a prominent part in the
meeting to-day. The protest upon the
part of the London bankers is unprece-
dented and is the only thing talked
about at present in financial circles.

OPERATIONS ON ’CHANGE.

Bears Discouraged by the Demand for
Stocks—Call Money Still
Rules. High,

New York, Sept. 22.—The result of to-
day’s transactions on the stock exchange
is the recovery of the greater part of the
losses sustained in yesterday’s sharp reac-
tion, many stocks closing to-night higher
than on Monday night. The manifest dis-
position of London operators and of
commission house customers to buy
at a decline here afforded a - support
to the market that discouraged the
bears. The mnervousness over the
hardening of the rates for money,
so largely published in the shifting of loans,
developed more accurately the true level of
the money market. The rates for call
money continued to run as high as 4 per
cent. Therewas an abundant supply ofter-
ed, however, at as low as 2 per cent. There
was a marked reaction at one time during
the day, due to the sharp profit taking in
Rock Island on the announcement of the
declaration of a 1 per cent. quarterly divi-
dend. The recent sharp rise in Rock
Island was accompanied by irresponsible
rumors that the dividend rate would
be reduced. Some of the sellers of
the stock professed disappointment that
the rate was made only 4 per cent. and the
bears used this as material for a drive
against the market. The strong recovery
in Consolidated Gas and BrookFyn Union,
the former rising 11 points and the latter
