London, March 7.—Mr. Chamberlain, 
the secretary of state for the colonies, 
explaining in the House of Commons to­
day the delay in the government’s West 
Indian proposal, said that unless the re­
ciprocity negotiations between the 
United States and Canada were con­
cluded the government could not tell 
what the position of the West Indies 
would be.

Ottawa, March 7,—(Delayed in trans­

mission.)—Section 13 of the Alaskan 
bill which lately passed senate at Wash­
ington was the cause of an exciting de­
bate in the Commons to-day. At the 
outset Premier Laurier emphatically 
denied that Senator Hansborongb had 
any warrant or authority from the Do­
minion government or anyone entitled 
to speak on its behalf, for the assump­
tion that the Dominion government 
would yield in the Atlantic fisheries 
question.

Sir Charles Tupper asked, now that 
Sir Wilfrid was aware of the attitude of 
the United States senate in regard to 
customs restrictions at Wrangel, he pro­
posed to proceed with the railway bill. 
While he was desirous of promoting 
friendly and harmonious relations with 
the United States ye) the Americana 
should be made to understand that 
there is a limit to Canadian endurance. 
He looked to the government to main­
tain the indefeasible rights of Canada, 
and to make it clear that the Dominion 
never would eubmit to the dictation of 
terme which struck at the independence 
of parliament. To continue this bill 
would subject Canada to humiliation at 
the hands of the States.

Sir Wilirid Laurier said the govern­
ment had not withdrawn their railway 
proposals. They had considered the 
matter carefully and had adopted the 
Stikine route as being the best. If the 
railway were constructed from Dyea or 
Pyramid Harbor every pound of freight 
would be subject to American cue toms 
regulations. Our power of navigation 
on the Stikine means something or noth­
ing. He himeelf maintained that the 
Stikine is a highway which Canada has 
the right to use for transportation to 
and from her own country in the in­
terior without the payment of duty to 
the United Stateaj What was the nee 
of the treaty if Cahada could net send 
goods up the Stikine, and if she had a 
right it was not, be contended, in the 
power of the United States authorities to 
demand payment of dues at Wrangel. 
They had the right to exact from Canada 
obedience to municipal regulations for 
the prevention of; smuggling, for their 
protection, but if the establishment of 
these regulations went the length of de­
feating Canada’s rights, they would 
render the treaty null and void, and the 
bill would be declared by the courte of 
the States to be ultra vires. While in­
sisting upon Canadian rights in this re­
gard the government would immediately 
proceed to provide for an extension of 
;he railway line from Telegraph Creek 
to some port in British Columbia.

Several speakers took part in the 
debate, and there was great nproar when 
Sir Louis Davies charged the opposition 
with adopting an unpatriotic policy and 
supplying argument for congress to 
adopt further repressive measures 
against Canada.

Washington, March 7.—There were 
no less than five important events to-day 
having a bearing more or less direct on 
the troubled relations between United 
States and Spain, viz. : The introduc­
tion in congress by Mr. Cannon of a 
resolution carrying $50,000,000 for the 
public defense ; the withdrawl by the 
Spanish government of its objection to 
the continuance in office of Consul- 
General Lee; the order to the cruiser 
Montgomery to proceed to Havana in 
place of the Fern ; the passage through 
the house of the bill increasing the artil­
lery arm of the army by two regiments ; 
and the institution of negotiations look­
ing to the purchase of war ships for our 
navy.

Mr. Cannon’s resolution probably led 
all other topics in interest, particularly 
when it became known that it was the 
result of a conference between the 
author, the President, Senator Hale and 
other leading spirits in congress.

As for General Lee’s interests, the 
news of the satisfactory ending of the 
incident through the withdrawal of the 
suggestion by Spain was expected 
as soon as it was noted that a 
loophole had been left open through the 
failure to make complaint in anything 
like official shape. Some tear is ex­
pressed that the consul-general will not 
find his post trery congenial now that he 
knows that he is an unwelcome guest in 
Havana, bnt the administration is rely­
ing upon his devotion to the welfare of 
the Americans in Cuba and American 
interests generally to submit his own 
personal wishes to restraint and remain 
at hie post.

Late in the afternoon Senor Du Bose, 
the Spanish charge, received a telegram 
from Madrid from Senor Gnllcn, saying : 
“ Yon can disavow the rumor that any 
official application has been made for 
the recall of General Lee.” This con­
firmed Mr. Du Bose’s statement that a 
misapprehension had occurred, and that 
some intimation .concerning General 
Lee has been construed into a request 
or demand for hie recall, which Mr. Da 
Boec says with poeitivenese was never 
intended.

As there has been no explanation so 
far of the purpose which promoted the 
introdaction of Mr. Cannon’s resolution, 
it may be said that money is wanted 
primarily ae an emergency fund. It is 
said by officials who have thediepoeition 
of this treasure that it by no means fol­
lows that because congrese places snch a 
sum of money in control of the presi­
dent that he will feel bound to spend all 
of it. Those who look for a wholesale 
purchase of warships from the bargain 
counters of European bnilders are likely 
to be disappointed.

The navy department at present is in­
clined to make but one purchase of this 
kind, at first at least, in the shape of a 
substantial ironclad. It does desire to 
get possession of the large class of tor­
pedo deetroyers, aljle to keep to sea in 
bad weather, a weak point with our own 
boats, and capable of enormone speed, 
such ae 32 knots, but such craft are not 
for sale at all times. They are built to 
order generally and could not be procured 
in this manner in less than six months 
from the date of contract, even in Eu­
rope, unless special prices were paid. 
There is no disposition for the preeent 
for the navy department to lumber the 
navy with unserviceable craft in a 
epasm of fear, bnt rather to get a few of 
the best vessels to be had.

War Ships Will Have the First 
Call—Large Supply of Rifles 

Ordered.RIOTING1N BOMBAY.
Natives Resist Efforts of a Plague Party to 

Secure a Sick Mohammedan Woman.

Bombay, March 9.—Seiious rioting 
has occurred through a plague party in­
quiring into the cause of the sickness of 
a Mohammedan woman. An enormous 
crowd of natives gathered and stoned 
and mobbed the party, which retired for 
an escort of armed police and then re­
turned and re-demanded the surrender 
of the patient, which was refused. A 
native magistrate, who exhorted the 
populace not to resist the police, was 
himeelf struck, whereupon he ordered 
the police to charge. They did so and 
four Mohammedans were killed and sev­
eral were wounded.

NAVAL ESTIMATES.
Six Thousand Men Added to the Strength 

and Eleven Great Hew Craft 
Provided For.

London, March 8. - The British naval 
estimates were issued to-night. They 
increase the expeadit 
increase the personal 
6,340 men, and provjde for the building 
of three new battleships, four armed 
cruieera and four sloops of war.

The total number of war vessels now 
in course of construction iacludee 12 bat­
tleships, 16 first class cruisers, 6 second 
class cruisers, 10 third class cruisers, 6 
sloops of war, 4 twin screw gunboate 
and 41 torpedo boat deetroyers.

The estimates also provide for the 
building of a new royal yacht.

Report on the “Maine” Not Ex­
pected for a Week—Autonomy 

on Trial.

Washington, March 9.—The feature 
of to-day’s events was the promptitude 
with which the senate passed the house 
bill carrying the appropriation of $50,- 
000,000 for national defence, and the 
haste with which it was pat through, en­
grossed and signed by the President.
While the matter has beep
considered, it can be stat­
ed that the fund has not
yet been allotted among the varione 
branches of the services. Each of these
had prepared, roughly and tentatively, 
an estimate of the funds it could dispose 
of to advantage, but upon looking over 
the ground the President concluded that 
it would be well perhaps to avoid 
making the allotment until the neces­
sity became apparent. The reason back 
of this is that W Shm that can be prof­
itably spent for war Ships cannot even 
he guessed at with any approximation 

ccuracy just now.
As the ships are the first choice in the 

steps for defence, until their cost is as­
certained it is not possible to divide the 
remainder of the appropriation among 
the other branches of the military and 
naval services.

The statement was made at the navy 
department to-day that the report ,of 
the Maine court of inquiry probably 
would come to the department some 
time next week. It did not appear, 
however, that this statement was found­
ed upon any direct report from the 
court, but.was rather an estimate based 
upon the progress so far made as re­
vealed by the change of methods on the 
part of the court.

Profitable Transaction to Lumber— Mourn­
ing for the Chief Justice.

Vancouver, March 8.—(Special)— 
Captain Cates came in yesterday from 
Skagway, where he sold a shipload of 
lumber for $27.60 a thousand. He states 
that there have been very few deaths in 
town or on the trail from spinal menin­
gitis. Captain Cates brought with him 
an excellent map of the Klondike coun­
try, said to be the most complete seen 
here. He states that Mr. King, of King 
& Casey, Victoria, who was taking a saw 
mill plant to Lake Bennett, had got 70 
tone over the head of the pass.

The great topic of conversation on the 
streets to-day is the death of Chief 
Justice Davie. Expressions of profound 
regret are heard on all hands and the 
signs of public mourning are observ­
able throughout the city, flags floating 
at halt mast on public buildings and 
along the wharves.
