Several score of emigration agents are
at work among the farmer class in the
interior of Japan. They hold out induce-
ments for young men between 20 and 256
<o come to America, producing letters
from Japs now in ‘America telling of their
prosperity, together with photographs of
American scenes. ‘Soon a regular fever
to migraie to the Pacific Coast takes hold
of the younger generation. The fathers
are then approached and induced to pay
-or raise $60 each to ship their sons across
the Pacific.
. The emigration agents in Japan lead
the Jap youths to believe that they will
get easy positions as cooks, ete., in this
country. After landing they find usually
that railroad work is ahead of them. Ext
amination of the several hundred Japs
brought by the Goodwin shows that prac-
tically all are under 25 years of age and
probably a quarter of them are under 20.
They are not strong enough for heavy
work, their weights running from 115 to
125 pounds. :
