CLEVELAND, Ohio, March 30—
While 400,000 anthracite and pitumin-
ous miners are prepared to quit work
tomorrow ~ at midnight, when their
present wage agreements expire, the
operators —and union officials took
steps today to make as brief as possible
the stoppage ‘of cbal production. The
170,000 anthracite miners in Pennsyl-
vania dre prepared to quit for an 4n-
definite period but arrangements were
completed today for a ‘ze-opening of
negotiations to settle their wage. dis-
pute. The operators and miners con-
ference will be held in Fhiladelphia on
April 10. A month’s suspension in the
Anthracite mines was believed prob-
able.

The bituminous miners,  after an
eleveri days, conferemce with the oper-
ators here, have made an agreement
which will give them a slight increase
in pay. Agreement must be ratified by
the union aand then by a referemdum

Prospects of Settlement

PHILADELPHIA, March 30}—That
suspension of mining in the anthracite
coal regions will not last more than a
month was the ‘expressed belief. of coal
operators in the hard coal fields today
when they learned that the representa-
tives of the miners and the committee
of operators will meet in Philadelphia
April 10 to refume negotiations.

Reports from various Sections show
the mine workers expect they will be
siven ‘an {ncrease in wages, probably
ebout 10 per cent.,, and that they will
have to recede from some of their de-
mands. The news that another confer-
ence is to  be held spread  rapidly
Jhrough the é&oal country and created
good feeling among the men.

The initiative for the reopening of
negotiations was taken by anthracite
miners in a telegram to George F. Baer,
president of the Reading company and
chairman of the operatc-s. President
Baer stated the operators were willing
to meet the men and. fixing of a date
quickly followed. :
