The report of the school management
and committee recommended several
promotions and transfers, and the appoint-
ment of Miss M. Pidgeon as a teacher in
the George street school; also that addi-
tional school accommodation be provided.
Adopted.

The secretary of the night schools asked
that the time for closing be extended to
Jlarch 15 in any class having an attend-
ance of twenty or more pupils. Granted.
