There is enough gas in the well to _run two or
three factories—iudeed it will be placed in oue
in two or three days; nné when & number have
been put down and the currents united in one
main pipe, there will ve a stock equal to almost
any demandylikely to be made upou the supply,
“There is, in fact, any amount of gas here!”
remarked more than one man present.

A noticeable fact ie that this well seems to be
on the extreme eastern boundary, of the gas
tield. It is to the west that future wells will be
sunk; the one at the asylum is said to be even
more promising than this one, and there are good
indications stifl further wess, £

It was a very satisfled y that tramped
back to the station. The well had been inspected,
and without beiug saved for the occasion, had
ger ‘ormed admirably ; the scientists were satis-

ed, and the promise for the future is even better
than the performance of the present.
