The Grits do not 80 much into par-
ticulars in thig hué and cry they have raised, but
when any specific statements are made such
Statements generally Centre around ‘“agricul-
tural implements.” Then it is that the farmer
is bled the mést. Shut out from the cheap
American market, he finds himselt in the hands
of the Canadian i ers, who
hold the poly of the b in their bands
&nd who are ds merciless as they are grasping,

These Grit tirades have simply no foundation
whatever in reality. The farmer of Ountario
is buying his machines as cheap as, or cheaper,
than the farmer of New York State or Ohio,
We bave the figures which préve it. The
farmers of Manitoba buy their reapers and mow-
ers just as cheap as the farmers of Minnesota
and Dakota purchase theirs, We have the evi-
dence to prove the fact.

In regard to agricultural implements the Na-
tional Policy has done this for Canada.

We make ‘practically all the agricultural
implements used by our Jarmers. A firm in
the business places the sale of implements in
Canada, the product of Canadian manufacturers,
at'$4,000,000 for last ‘year. According to The
Globe the value of goods of this class imported
in the same year was $77,000, or just 2 per cent.
of the total. This is the working of the National
Policy in one line of busingss, And not
only that, In addition to the $4,000,000
worth of goods consumed in Canada
we have an export trade that must
be added to this large domestic output.

The National Policy has not only built up this
big trade, but we sell our implements cheaper
than manufacturers of all other countries, the
United States not excepted.

Whether these statements are trueor not is a
question of evidence. The evilence has been
coliected and found to be conciusive, We sub-
mit part of it,

During this summer Mr. George Taylor, M. P.,
South Leeds, organized a deputation of farmers
to visit St. Lawrence and Jefferson Counties in
New Yori State and report upon the condition
of the farmers in that state as compared with
the condition of the Ontario farmer across the
river.

The prices of machinery are quoted for ca sh in
both markets and qualities are equal,

Now, these price lists are true or false. We
publish the names of the farmers who are re-
spounsible for them: These figures have been
public property for muny weeks now; and as far
as we know the Grit press has not disputed
them. - They cannot dispute them because they
are correct.

These figures are our answer to the charges of
the Grits that the tariff is bleeding the Canadian
farmer to death, Their charges against this
part’of the'tariff at any rate are purely imagin-
ary. *And yet this héfarious tariff, and its blight-
ing effect on the implement business, is one of
the most formidable planks of the Liberal plat-
form'!

The agricultural implement business in Canada
has now reached such a stage that we can manu-
faeture reapers, mowers, binders,
on just as cheaply

rakes and so
as they do in the United
True it is that steel and iron is cheaper
in the United States than in Canada, but this dis-
advantage 'is offset by our better and
cheaper hardwood¥ and by our cheaper labor.
There is no reason why we cadnot produce
binders in Canada 2s cheaply as they do in the
States. Our population is sufficient to admit of

that eheapness that results from a large pro-

duction of the same article. There are only
three, perhaps only two, ‘umuufact\xrers in the
Uuited States that have a larger output than one
particular Canadian firm. The conditions under
which the business is carried on in Canada are
consistent with our low prices. Theory and fact
bear each other out to a nicety.

We do not rest our case, however, on the com-
parison of prices furnished by the Taylor depu-
tation. We have before us price lists of Ameri-
can manufacturers and letters to Canadian and
Awmerican farmers from American dealers, and

The more
effectually it does this the easier it is for our
makers to keep prices down, But just as soon
as itis seen that our manufacturers are com-
bining to force prices beyond their natural
level; or when it is evident there is
no possibility of any particular industry get-
ting a foothold in this country through reason of
our inability to approach foreign prices in that
industry, just then ought the Government to in-
terfere and let down the tariff bars. For the
Government puts up the tariff bars not, as the
Grits assert, to benefit. monopolistic manufac-
turers, but to develop the country, to benefit the
farmer and mechanie, to keep our morey in
Canada instead of sending itto New York and
Chicago. The history of the agricultural imple-
ment indnstry in this country proves how suc-
cessful our N, P. Government has been in this
direction. Itis keeping our own markets for our
own products, and our own work for our own
people, without auy attendant disadvantages.
