Btartling Evidence Given By a Sister of
Lucy D g at the on the
Dead Girl Last Evening-How “ Doc”
Andrews Proposed to Escape the
Penalty of His Alleged Crime,

The startling feature of the inquest last
evening on the body of Lucy Denning, the
mlleged victim of Irwin R. Andrews, was
the testimony of Mrs. Helon Lewis, sister
kf\ the dead girl, ‘that when Andrews dis-
eovered that Lucy was going to die he sug-
gestud that she be allowed to remain at the
Shaw:street infirmary, and if she died he
would bury the body. The friends could
then adyertise her as missing, as was fre-
quently done.

The inquest was held at Headquarters
before Coroner Johnson. A large number
of the morbidly curious crowded around
No. 1 Police Station, all anxious to hear
the evidence. The prisoners, Andrews
and his wife, were present. They were
represented by Mr. W. G. Mardoch. The
Prosecution was represented by Crown
Attorneys Curry and Dewart.

The first witness was Fred Doane, livel‘y«J
stable keeper, 621 Yonge-street, who tes-
tified to receiving a telephone order at 8.30
pP.m. on Saturday, Oct. 28, to send a
double carriage to 237 Shaw-street. He
did not catch the name. William Hare
drove the rig. The carriage hire was paid
next day by Dr. Andrews. The amount
was 81.50, which paid for one hour and a
half hire. 'T. Dewart Doane said

o Mr.
Andrews did not owe him anything pre-
vious to Saturday night. Andrews walked
into his office and paid $1.50. Mr. Dewart
endeavored to find out what conversation
took place between Andrews and the wit-
ness, but the latier could not remember
that any conversation took place.

At this stage Mr. Milis and Mr. Murdoch
asked why Dell Andrews and his wife were
not present, as they are charged with being
implicated jin the death of Lucy Denning.
The coronér said young Andrews and his
wife were not held under his warrant and
their presence was not, therefore, necessary.

Cabman Hare's Story.

William Hare, cabman for Fred Doane,
was sent to 237 Shaw-street on the evening
of Oct. 28.  He rang the bell'at 237 Shaw-
street and the door was opened. Four
pecple came out of the house and got into
the cab and asked to be driven to 194 E'iza-
beth-street. -He did not know where 194
was, and they told him to drive up opposite
Gerrard-street. When near there he heard
a rap on the cab window und stopped
a little north of No. 194. The four occa-
pants of the cab got out. They went to
the door of 194. They had only been gone
a minute or two when two of them returned
to the hack, The man and woman that re-
turned asked to be driven back to
Shaw-street. He leit them at Gerrard and
Younge, as he had a load to take from the
Horticultural Gardens. They said nothing

heu they got out. The passengers’ were

wo men and two women. None of the
passengers required any assistance in get-
ting into or leaving the hack. The night
was dark. Never was at the house before.

To Mr. Murdoch: Mr. Doane gave him
the ordor to go to 237 Shaw-street. Dr.
Andrews was not in the hack; could not
say whether Mrs. Andrews was one of the
pussengers or not, as he could not see.

To Mr. Dewart: One ot the men was
rather a short young fellow, one of the
women was rather tall and thin, the other
woman was shorter. They all appeared to
be able to walk alone. Thought it was the
shorter woman who came back to the hack
in Elizabeth-street.

Lucy’s Confession To Her Physician,

Dr. J. F. W. Ross, S8herbourne-street,
said he was called on by Dr. Eadie on Nov.
1, and asked to visit 194 Elizabeth-street,
where there was a young girl ill. Dr,
Eadie thought there were some suspicious
circumstances surrounding the case.
He found ‘the girl very Il
He told the patient §'she was
in a desperate condition and asked her the
cause of her illness.

Mr. Murdoch objected to the dead girl’s
statements being given as evidence. The
coroner decided that it should be heard.

Dr. Ross, continuing, said the patient at
first refused to say anything, but finally
admitted that an operation had been per-
formed. She refused to tell who operated
on her. He then mentioned two names to
her. - One of them was that of
Andrews. BShe then said that was
the man who had done  it.
She went to.Andrews’ house several days
ago. The operations had hurt her terribly.
She thought instruments had been used on
her. A few-days after the operation she
was taken with chills, . The witness
was  satisfied that death  resulted
from blood poisoning and a mis-
carriage, He thought the mother was
in the dark as to the cause of her daughter’s
illness, although she seemed to have some
suspicions. The patient did not say who
was the father of the child.

Instruments found in Andrews’ house
were shown Dr. Ross. He said they were
used in assisting delivery.

The Dead Girl's Sister Testifies,

Mrs. Helen Lewis, sister of Lucy Den-
ning, testified that Lucy died at her house,
194 Elizabeth-street. The deceased came
to her house on Saturday night, Oct. 28,
about 10 o’clock. She came from Doctor
Andrews’ house at 237 - Shaw-street. The
deceased had been there since the 2lst.
She went there at 9.15 that morning. Wit-
ness went with her. They went there after
a conversation between her and her mother.
A’ woman opened the door. Afterwards
Dr. Andrews introduced the woman as his
wife.

The witness identified the female prisoner
as Mrs. Andrews.

She and her sister had visited this house
on the Friday night before and saw Dr.
Andrews in the sitting room. Andrews
asked her if she kngw who he was. She
said no, but she had heard of him. He
asked her business, sg)e told him she had a
sad case to bring before him. He asked
what it was. She said she was ashamed to
tell him. He told her to shed her tears, as
it was a common occurrence for tears to be
shed there, and asked her again to state her
business. She told him her sister had been
betrayed, and had said nothing about it until
accused of it by the witness. Deceased
then confessed, and asked witness to stand
by her. She stated that she went to Mr.
Goedman’s drug store and asked him where
Dr. Andrews resided, who formerly lived in
Gerard-strcet, He told her the doctor
resided in Shaw-street.  She asked Dr.
Andrews if anything could be done for her
sister. He unswered yes, somethiog could
be done. He said the suffering would all
be over in 12 secouds and she would know
nothing about it, and in four or five days
she would be around as well as ever,  She
asked him if he could come to her place to
attend her sister. He said no,hie was too well
known, but he had /a place where he
could keep them. She -asked if her mother
might come and stay with her. He replied

no, that he had an assistant doctor and his
wife. He would allow her friends to visit
her, however. She asked if he sent his.
patients out of the city. He said he would
tell nothing about it until Lucy decided to
come, and advised that she should lose mo
time. Witness asked Andrews his charge.

Her
sister came in shortly afterwards. The
Doctor said she had fainted and he had to
slap her face and throw cold water on her
to bring her to. Then he told witnes she
could go. He said he would send his wife
to%)rin‘ the deceased down to the
kitchen, as he gencrally let the girls
walk around for a few days. 'The
witness aud the Doctor then went down
stairs to ‘the sitting room. He said
not to fret a3 Lucy would be all
right. He told her when she “called
in to come to the side door. The
octor said he would furmsh everythin%;
Her sister was pregnant when witncss too
her to Dr. Andrews’ house. Shie paid him
this money to produce an abortion. An-
drews told witness to wait and he would
operate on her sister and he would be able
to tell witness how before her sister
would be around. When witness came
from the room he told her he had operated
on her sister. She called on her sister on
the Saturday evening. Her sister and
another woman were in the sitting room.
The other woman was called Cassie.

Mr. Murdoch objected sirongly to any
evidence as to what Cassie said.

Witness, continaing, testified that the
Doctor said her sister was still bright.
She had a short conversation with her
sister, who said she had been given a chill,
and she thought she would die.  She next
called at the Shaw-street house on Sunday,
Oct; 22, The doctor called witness in
and said  Lucy was doing 'favor-
ably.. She said to Mrs. Andrews
what a terrible thing it was that her sister
was betrayed. Mrs. Andrews said many
respectable girls had been betrayed before.
Witness next called on Monday. Dr.
Andrews said nothing had happened yet.
Her mother was with her then. She and
her mother went upstairs to see the sister,
who was in bed. They only remained a
short time. On the way out the
Doctor assured her mother that the patient
would bave the ‘best of attention and it
would not be long before she was sick. | Her
sister called her to send up the doctor, who
wys downstairs. He came up and brought
lﬁe straps with him. Ho went downstairs
again. Her sister said she wanted him to
come up again to- fix the straps.
Witness  called again on  Tuesday
and went to her sister’s room and found
her in bed. She saw Mrs. Andrews in the
dining.room, who said: Everything is over;
she is 8 did; it was all over before 1
o’clock nig !

The Child Was Born Alive.

When the child was born it cried twice,
and might have lived if the patient had not
jumped twice. The Doctor said the patient
was crazy—that she was a raving maniac.
He had.placed the child in the closet. Next
called on Thursday ‘night and met her
mother there. Saw the doctor, Mrs. An-
drews and “‘Cassie.” Mrs. Andrews said
it was a mother’s meeting. Mrs. Andrews
also said that Lucy would not eat and that
she (Mrs. Andrews) waa tired of waiting on
her. When witaness and her mother went
down stairs the docior called them into the
parlor;, Hesaid the patient was crazy and
would not do anything they wanted her to
do. He did-not know what he would do
with her. Witness weut to Andrews’ house
again on Saturday afternoonfjbetween 3 and
4 o’clock. Mrs. Andrews said the patient
was very poorly and they thought she was
going to die the night before, and they had
better get hor away fromthere. Witness ask-
ed Andrews whatsheshould doaboutadoctor.
He asked who was the family doctor, and
witness told him Dr. Eadie. Andrews said
tell Dr. Eadie you know nothing about iz,
only that she was brought to her house on
Saturday night, and she did not know where
she came from. Told Andrews that would
not do, as she had told her brother that
Lucy was waiting on a friend. He asked
if there was a side entrance to her mother’s
house. Witness told him she could not go
there. He said he-did not think she would
recover as she was completely crazy.

i Wished to Bury the Body.

He wanted witness to let her remain at
Shaw-street and if she died to let him bury
her, which _would : cost from §200
to $300, as he was afraid she
would squeal on him. Then her friends
could advertise for her, as there were lots
of missing people. She refused; if the
worst came to the worst, she wanted to see
the last of her. *The Doctor then talked it
over with Mrs. Andrews. Andrews
thought it would be better to take the
patient home in the morning. Mrs, Andrews
said something would have to be done,
and done right away. Andrews promised
to go at once and see about a doctor to
attend her. He said he would sce about a
hack and pay the man to keep his mouth
shut, as he had done often before. Witness
went home and returned about-#7.30.
Andrews said he had engaged a hack. He
asked if she would go home with her sister.
Answered yes, but not alone. Mrs. Andrews
said she would go with her. Mrs; An-
drews said they would get Dell to Rift the
patient out of bed. Andrews went up-
stairs and when he came down he said he
was afraid to let her go. Witnessswent
upstairs and dressed her sister. Cassie
was there. A man called Dell came into
the room and carried the patient downstairs
and placed her on a sofa. Tney waited an
hour for ghe hack. Dr. Andrews went to
the side [door and whistled. Then Dell
carried the patient to the hack and Mrs.
Andrews and witness followed. The hack
stopped in the shadow of a tree near the
Elizabeth-street. house. Witness went
into her own house and took bher
hat off Came out again and could
not see the hack. Went ' back
again to the house, came out again and saw
a hack near Hayter.street. Went over and
found the driver standing beside the hack.
Asked him if this was the hack that had
the sick woman in it. He said yes. The
hack then drove up to the house, and wit-
ness’ husband carried the patieat
into the house. Neithor _Dell nor
Mrs. Andrews left the hdek. Before
leaving the Shaw-street house the
doctor asked her to let him know how her
sister was getting on, for if death resulted
he would be punished, and if the patient
was worse he would make a break for
Mexico. Dr, Eadie was called in Tuesday
3\' ing. The patient died at 4.300n Thurs-

ay.
The inquest was adjourned until 8 o’clock
this evening, when Mrs. Lewis will be
cross-examined by Mr. Murdoch.

DOUGLAS ENDORSES M'CARTHY.

The Rev. Dr. Will Take the Platform in
Favor of Equal Rights.

Mo~NTREAL, Nov. 8.—The Rev. Dr.
Douglas, who is recognized as the Quebec
champion of Equal Rights, is spoken of as
one 'of the orators who will addressa
monster convention to be held in Toronto
in December in support of I’Alton Me-
Carthy as a federal political leader.

In Montreul, howeyer, it was doubted
by many that the Re¥,” Doctor would give
any countenance to Mr. McCarthy’s policy
on the Tarte question or on any federal
issue save that of Equal Rights.

Dr. Douglas has removed all doubt on the
matter by declaring in an interview that
though eschewing on the platform every
issue save that of Iqual Rights, he was
nevertheless free to say that he opposed
the fiscal as well as the “‘religious” policy,
80 called, of the Thompson Government.
He had been through Ontario during the
past summer, from Cornwall to Port Huron,
and throughout the province he found a
universal conviction that the cost of govern-
ment is too high. Moreover, he believed
the Government had alienated many of its
strongest supporters by creating new offices
in connection with the Cabinet at a time
when dissatisfaction was widespread among
a people of four or five millions. - The
shrinkage of tarm ‘values was phenomenal;
80, too, was the depopulation oF the villages
and town.

Notwithstanding the dopression in the
United States the exodus continued unaba-
ted. Heinstanced the towns of Port Hope,
Napanee and Belleville, which he knew as
well as . Montreal. In these towns,
houses in execellent condition were sell-
ing, he said, for one-third of their cost.
There was, therefore, an imperative de-
mand for reduction in the cost of govern-
ment and for reform of the tariff
It was outrageous that a country of
Canadu’s populiation should have to support
800 paid politicians.

Referring to Equal Rights he said that
much apprehension existed in Ontario lest
the Dominion Government would yield to
the machivationsj of a “‘secret league,”
whose object was to obtain large
land subsidies for the Separate Schools
of the Northwest. If the Governmens re-
sorted to such a policy as a means of
getting over their fchool difficulty, they
would find in Ontario the sternest defiance.
He (Dr. Douglas) had the assurance of one
of the strongest supporters of the Govern-
ment in Oatario that he would never sup-
port such a  policy. He believed
| time would come when Catho-
lics, emancipating themselves from the
influence ' of the clergy, would abandon
sectarianiem ip educaticnal affairs. This
was proven by the Liberal attitide of
Cardinal Gibbons and Archbishop Irelac3,
and their liberal action was generously met
by the Protestants of the United States.

In all the common schools inaugurated on
the Faribault plan the rights ot Catho-
lic teachers were recognized, and when
they were properly qualified they were en-

calling att to_the case of the striking
coal mmners. Mr. Woods, who is a miner,
is vice-president ot the Miners’ Federation.
He wiil be supported im his motion by
Messrs, Burns, Hardie and Rickard, all of
whom are labor representatives in the
House, and others.

Undoubt-
edly agreat strain would be placed now
upon the Irish members by the pressure of
British legislation, but the Irish might ress
assuaed that it was the persevering inten-
tion of the Liberal party to meet their de-
mands, If there should be any playing fast
and loose with the Home Rule question
the Liberal party would suffer a greater
split than that of 1880.

THE DUKE OF DEVONSHIRE.

Leader of the Unionists in the Lords
Visits Belfast,

Berrast, Nov. 8.—The Duke and
Duchess,of Devonshire arrived to-ddy at
Larne, about 17 miles from Belfast. The
lozal politicians presented an address to
His Grace, in replying to which the Duke
belauded the Stranrae-Larne steamer route
across St. George’s Channel, which he said
wad now 8o easily bridged. Grattan’s re-
mark that the channel prevented a union
between, Great Britain and Ireland no
longer applied.

Referring to the House of Lords the
Duke said he did not know whether any of
its members thought they were performing
a very heroic action or that they were in-
curring a great danger in rejecting the
Home Rule bill. If any had thought so
they must have been pleasantly surprised.
Half the country thoroughly  approved of
the action and the remainder acquiesced.
He was sure the Lords would be equally
prepared for duty even if that duty involv-
ed far more serious consequences. The
Duke assured his nearers that so far as it
lay in the power of the House of Lords they
might rely upon its support in the future as
in the past. Much enthusiasm was mani-
fested.

The Duke remained in Larne for only a
short time. He and the Duchess tooka
‘train for this city, where they were met by
a large crowd of peoIp’te and heartily cheered.
The Lord Mayor, Lord Templetown and
the local officials were ut the station to
weloome them to the city. The party rode
n open carriages through the streets, which
were ' handsomely decorated. The Duchess
afterwards traveled to Tanderagee Castle,
the seat of the Duke of Manchester.

The visit of the Duke of Devonshire was
simply an ordinary one. The fact of his
coming to the city was taken advantage of
by the Ulster Unionists to give him person-
ally a token of their esteem, as he is the
leader of the Unionists im-the House of
Lords. No special significance attaches to
his visit, though he will make two speeches
while here. The principal speech will be
delivered on Friday.

CHIHUAHUA, Mex., Nov. 8. —A bold stage
robbery near Parral was perpetrated by a
band of brigands recently who got a large
amount of money from the passengers. A
detachment of the rural guards overtook
them in the mountains and killed one of
them.
