WORS COURSE IN "CIVICS”

Says Now Is Time to Develop 
Canadian Consciousness

The London Kiwards Glut) listened, 
at their noon luncheon yesterday, to 
two Inspiring addresses, one from Wil­
liam Ward, president of the World's 
Brotherhood movement, and Walter 
■Me,Raye. Mr. Ward explained the 
brotherhood movement and its growth, 
While Mr. McRaye pleaded for a greater 
Canadian national sentiment.

Mr. Ward «aid that the brotherhood 
movement had started 40 years ago in 
England with the single oeject of get­
ting men interested in religion. It had 
grown to be a world-wide movement,

which was making for real brotherhood
in political, social and economic life. 
He explained at some length the work 
the brotherhood had done during the 
War in Serbia and more recently in
Egypt.

Mr. McRaye In an eloquent address 
emphasized the need of developing 
Canadiantsm. He said It was time to 
develop a national consciousness and a 
national conscience. He paid a fine trih 
ute to the pioneers of Canada. The 
real makers of Canada slept in lonely 
cemeteries and unattended graves. He 
urged that more Canadian history 
should toe taught and more Canadian 

i literature read. He pleaded for a 
campaign to Canadtanize the foreigners 
In the country and Incidentally con­
demned the provincial and federal gov­
ernments for Insisting in the birth record 
and census return upon recording the 
nationality from which a person, orig­
inally sprung. Canadian was good 
enough. Every Canadian should have 
his first pride in the fact that he 
was a Canadian born and not in the 
fact that his forefathers came from 
England, Scotland, Ireland or any 
other -nation.

He suggested that there should be 
a course in ‘“Civics" in the schools and 
asked that all Canadians should get to­
gether under a motto similar to that 
of the Kiwanis Club, "We Build."

In 
the laundry end of their business they 
have clone much to break down the old 
and In great, part justified prejudice 
against the laundorers who tore their 
shirts and put a saw edge on their 
'collars. All this has passed, ns far an 
the Parisian is concerned. They have 
thousands of dollars' worth of the 
most up-to-date machinery obtainable, 
and while they are still called upon to 
make a certain number of adjustments, 
which they do willingly, they find that 
these causes for complaint are becom 
lng more and more rare.

The plant, to one who has never 
been through a modern steam laundry, 
dry cleaning and dye works, Is a source 
of wonder. The manner In which all 
of the work is handled Is a wonder 
of more efficiency. For Instance, a 
single collar Is handled some 14 tiroes 
before it Is finally ready for the cus­
tomer to wear to church on Sunday. 
When ready to package It Is to all 
intent a new collar. In no home could 
as fine a piece of work be done. Not 
only Is It clean and ironed perfectly, 
but It has been turned perfectly on 
one machine, shaped on another and 
formed so an to allow the necktie 
perfect freedom on a third. When 
these operations are complete the col 
lars are dried In a steam cylinder and 
are ready for wrapping. This Is an 
example of the manner In which all 
the work is handled.

No longer is it necessary for a house­
wife who desires to change the color 
scheme of lier drawing room to discard 
the carpets or portieres because they 
do not match the new shades of the 
redecorated room. At the present time 
the Parisian Laundry Is concentrating 
on this kind of work in the dyeing 
department. From many of the best 
homes are coming curtains and rugs 
which the patron wishes dyed to match 
a new decorative scheme.

Dry cleaning has become a very ex 
tensive business with the Parisian 
works. This department has the most 
improved machinery known to this 
business. Everything is cleaned from 
carpets and fur coats to gloves. Much 
gasoline is used In this department and 
the greatest care Is required to pre­
vent explosions from the use of this 
explosive liquid. The heavier articles 
are washed In gasoline in special ma­
chines. The gasoline Is changed three 
different times to insure every particle 
of dirt has been removed. For gloves 
a special machine with soft brushes 
does the cleansing, after which they 
are tinted.

The laundry department is a par­
ticularly interesting study of the serv­
ice of the entire plant. In no home 
in the city, no matter how particular 
the housewife, is the weekly washing 
handled so effectively. No housewife 
could afford to give the time to the 
washing of the clothes that they re 
ceive in this modern laundry. They 
are put through five or six more waters 
than the average housewife uses. The 
washing is done in gently revolving cyl­
inders which accommodate some eight 
washings at the same time, but handle 
each separately. This 6s the case -with 
family washings, but in the smaller 
jobs the washings are combined.

Another part of the service is the 
mending department, in which repairs 
are made to shirts and socks. It is 
to this department that the shirts are 
turned over after being ironed on the 
special machines and finally finished 
by hand. Rents in shirts and holes 
In socks are not merely sewn, they are 
darned.

Some of the staff have been connected 
with the laundry for a quarter of a 
century, and are vitally interested in 
the success of the business, and also 
take pride in their personal appearance, 
so that when new members are added 
to the staff they soon -become enthused 
with laundry cleanliness.

FRENCH DELEGATION

Berthelet, general secretary of foreign 
affairs.

The press service of title delegation 
will be conducted by Henri Pons-et, re­
cently French consul at Montreal.

LITTLE HOPE HELD FOR 
RECOVERY OF FR1TCHER

WINDSOR, Oat. 28—Though little 
hope Is held' out for the recovery of 
Neills J. Fritcher, age 25 years, Detroit 
who was injured In a traffic smash at 
Huron and Murray, on Thursday after­
noon, authorities at Hotel Dieu stated 
to-day that there was an improvement 
in his condition. Isadora Blitzer, Wind­
sor, the driver of the automobile which 
crashed with Fritcher’s motor, brought 
before Magistrate Gundy in police court 
to-day on a charge of criminal negli­
gence, was released on bail of $15,000..

Police believe that Fritcher’s con­
dition will be sufficiently improved late 
this afternoon to permit of the taking 
of a statement flrom him. His condi­
tion is considered very grave because 
of the fact that several broken fibs 
punctured his lung.
