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—Tne dominion parliament has decided to
attempt no further legislation in the direction
of prohibition until the question of the rights
and powers of both our local and federal
parliaments to deal with the matter is deter-
mined by the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council. The appeal which is to de-
cide this question will be argued in a few
weeks. Sir Oliver Mowat and J. J. Mac-
Laren, Q.C., one of the leaders of the Ontario
bar, are to conduct the case for the provinces,
contending that the provincial legislatures
have the power to prohibit, while Hon.
Edward Blake and E. L. Newcomb, Deputy
Minister of Justice, will reprzsent the do-
minion side of the case, claiming in behalf of
the dominion government tbat the federal
parliament alone has this power of prohibit-
ing the liquor traffic. It will thus be seen
that each side is represented by the ablest
counsel that could be obtained in the domin-
ion. Asa constitutional authority Sir Oliver
Mowat is generally regarded as second to no
man in Canada. During his long term of
office as premier of Ontario he has had occa-
sion to carry a good many cases to the Privy
Council, and in most of them he has succeeded
in maintaining the rights of the province for
which he contended. Pitted against him in
this case is Hon. Edward Blake, of whose
great ability nothing need be said. The de-
cision, which is now sought from the highest
court in the empire for the trial of colonial
cases, will settle for all time the question
whether we shall look to our provincial or
federal parliaments for a prohibitory liquor
law.

When the government of Oatario author-
ized the plebiscite in that province it was
with the understanding that no further legis-
lation was to be passed dealing with the sub-
ject until a decision had been obtained from
the Privy Council. The dominion parlia-
ment in deciding to follow Ontario’s example
is pursuing a course of which moderate men
everywhere must approve. Indeed, in view
of the present condition of things, Mr. Flint’s
resolution declaring it expedient to prohibit
the manufacture, importation and sale of in-
toxicating liquors, would seem to have been
moved more for the sake of the political
effect such a resolution might have, rather
than on account of any material benefit it
would do the temperance cause.

.

—I'r is now said that there is every pros-
pect of remedial legislation being introduced
into the dominion parliament this session.
The French cabinet ministers, backed by
their compatriots in both Houses, are re-
ported to be insisting upon having the mat-
ter dealt with, and the question settled once
for all, during the present session, and be-
fore the the general election. Ontario con-
servatives on the other hand would greatly
prefer to see a commission of enquiry ap-
pointed and the matter by this meansstaved
off till the elections are over. French con-
servatives declare that if nothing is done
about the matter during the present session
Hon. Mr. Laurier, leader of the opposition,
may move a-vote of censure upon the govern-
ment at the close of the session, which
would place the French supporters ot the
government in such a position that they
might as well resiga at once and retire from
the field, to save themselves from defeat.
The position of affairs appears to be one of
great anxiety among the members, particu-
larly on the government side.

If any legislation upon the question is at-
tempted this session it can safely be taken
for granted that there will be another session
before a dissolution.

—ManN1ToBA’S wheat crop gives promise of
being the most bountifal this scason that it
has ever been in the history of the province.
All the conditions have thus far been most
favorable, and with fine weather during the
harvest-season, the province will yield some-
thing like 25,000,000 bushels of the finest
grade of wheat raised anywhere on earth.
We wonder if our readers fully realize the
magnitude of these figures. Say even 20,-
000,000 bushels at only fifty cents per bushel
and it means $10,000,000 to the people of
the prairie province, or §50 per head of the
entire population. We in this province
think it an unusually good year for fruit
when the entire fruit crop of the province
yields $500,000, or about $1.00 per head of
our population. With such a magnificent
crop as that growing ‘ while they wait” it
is little wonder that the politicians of Man-
itoba are experiencing some difficulty in get-
ting the people to enthuse over the school

question.

Supreme Court.

Wednesday morning, George Burrill was
tried for an indecent assault on May Collins,
found guilty, and sentenced to undergo two
months imprisonment in the county gaol.

The grand jury indicted Parker for an at-
tempt to procure an abortion on the girl,
Grace Fagan, by soliciting Dr. Andrews to
perform a crimioal operation, but found no
bill against either Parker or Dr. Miller for
performing the operation itself.

The trial of Parker aroused a deep interest
throughout the whole community. In this
very court-house, two years before, the charge
against Mrs. Cameron of administering poi-
son to her husband had been investigated and
found by the grand jury to be groundless;
one year ago Rachael Jackson, a poor col-
ored woman, had been indicted for poisoning
a mother-in-law who had become burden-
some, and likewise Rachael’s trial had re-
sulted in an acquittal by the petit jury; and
now on Thursday last the spacious court
house was closely packed with men from the
most remote gections of the country, eager
to watch closely the course of justice on the
trial of a man charged -with an attempt to
perpetrate a crime as-diabolical in its na-
ture at least, as those charged against either
Mrs. Cameron or Mrs. Jackson. The suc-
cess of the case for the crown depended on
the certainty with which Dr. Andrews could
identify the prisoner as the man who came
to his office last March to solicit medical aid
for Grace Fagan. The only other evidence
against him was the testimony of Miss Fa-
gan, who swore to some admissions alleged
by her to have been made by Parker in her
presence concerning his visit to Dr. Andrews.
Miss Fagan is nineteen years of age this
month, of Scotch extraction, having been
brought to this province about ten years ago,
and has been knocking round from pillar to

o0st ever since. Her cross-examination by

the skillful senior counsel for the defence,
Mr. Roscoe, elicited from her own lips a
sketch of a most licentious and shameless
career, Nature has endowed her with a
pretty face, and when at times some more
merciless question than the rest drove the
red blood to her cheeks she looked the pic-
ture of injured innocence and indignation;
but as she freely and easily told of her vile
degradation and womanly dishonor one
could scarcely feel the necessity of import-
ing to our fair Nova Scotia such a class of
people, bearing, as did this girl, the pestilen-
tial seeds, not of a deadly disease, but of the
foulest immorality lurking in their depraved
and dissolute natures.

The defence was an alibi but the weakness
of the case for the crown contributed more
to the verdict than the strength of the de-
fence. The charge of the judge was very
clear and full and decidedly against the pris-
oner; but after a deliberation of not more
than fifteen or twenty minutes the jury
brought in a verdict of ‘“‘not guilty,” and
thus closed, in the early twilight of Thursday
evening the June term of the Supreme Court,
a session that will be remembered by some
until memory shall have passed into oblivion.

Like the drama in fiction, this realistic
scene ended in a halo of romance, when, the
next morning after the trial closed, Miss
Fagan and Stanley Vidito, one of the prin-
cipal witnesses for the crown in the case
against Miller, were united in the holy bonds
of matrimony, by the Rev. R. 8. Whidden,
at the Revere House, in the presence of Miss
Stirling and ber counsel, J. J. Ritchie, §.
C. of Annapolis Royal. The happy couple
left in the afternoon of the same day for the
United States.

The enginé and boiler are of 8 and 10
horse power, and were purchased from the
Robb Engineering Company of Ambherst,
while the vats, churn, cheese-presses and
other ‘plant were purchased from J.
Pierce of Montreal. The separator is an
Alexander No. 1.

John J. Clarke, of Tatamagouche, a gen-
tleman who has taken a full course at the
Sussex Dairy School and also at Nappan, has
charge of the new enterprise, and is thor-
oughly qualified to fill the important posi-
tion.
