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had been there before them and as no Europeans
but the Welfh, lhave ever pretended to have vifited
that part of the world, before the Spaniards, we
muft be difpofed to believe that if the original na-
tives derived their ceremonies and cuftoms from
Europe, it muft have been from the Ancient

Britons.
