ITALY.

A letter from Leglhorn states that the small re-
public ¢ Jau Marino, whici 1vckons no more than
ahout 8,000 citizerns, has not escaped from beiny
affected by the agitation windl, ~urroundsit. I
senate, which was composed of 70 burghers, has
heen transformesd into & caamber of represeniatives.
Every citizen is an clector, and the sittings are (o
be public,  All this has been accomplished with-
out any disturbance or oppusition. The Norvel-
Liste of Marscilles gives, under the date of Naples,
October 13, a letter, in waich it is stated that 1he
hopes «f mvazures of reform and clemency
which were indulged in a few days before (and
which were wmagnified intu something approaching
to certainty by the Jouinai des Debats ) arc all dis-
sipated, and that the same spectacle of savage ciu-
elty is continued throughout the country. One of
the Romcos, Jean Dowinique, was executed, and
after decapitation the bieeding head was presen-
ted to his nephew Pictro, who was compelled to
carry it on a pela through the streets of Reggio.

The Romans (says a jourral) are still in ccstacy
with the Pope, and their Civic Guard, the creation
of His Holiuess. ‘'he Tuscans were even more
onthnsiu=ti~ ; and the King of Sardinia was sorious-
ly engaged in prepaiing to carry out his measures
of refurn,

A letter of the 30th ult. tells ns that the Padre
Rossi, of the Oratorio of San Fillippo Neri, has
been sent by Cardinal Furetti as express courier to
Viennaaund Berlin, with despatches for those courts,
Padre Rossi has spent a great pait of his life in Ger-
wmany, especially 1 Vienoa, and lately acted as re-
ligious adviser to Mr. Newinan and the other En-
glish converts a. Rome, His mission is said to be
one of the greatest importance.
