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FURTHER SUCCESS IN IRELAND.
[The following extracts from the Limerick Chrumicle of various

dates, give an of the mo of Father Mathew from
the 1st to the 15tk Februsry.—Ep. C. T. A.]

Feb. 1.—At Thurles, the streets were almost impassible from the
crowds that had ¢ ; and from three to seven o'cluck, Rev.
Mr. Mathew gdministered tne pledge. Next day he resumed his
labour of love at nine o'clock, A. M., and conticued until three,
P.M, baving added 3000 to the Temperance Society. The simul-
tansous utterauce of the promise by the people on their kue:s, was
striking and impressive.

At Tallow, 6000 persons took the pledge on Wednesday.

Feb. 5.—On the occasion of Father Mathew's visit to Lismore,
the ““ Gows” and ** Poleens,” two apposing factions whose deadly
feuds and fishts are long notoricus, shook bands with each other.

Jzhn Howly, Esg., Q. C., Chairman of the County of Tipperary,
declared it part of bis duty to recognise the improvement which has
taken place among the people, and which he attributes to the spread
of Temperance.

Oune Distillery in Cork bas 1690 puncheons of whiskey at the
Queen's stores ; and 340 whiskey shops have been closed—all the
consequence of Fatber Mathew's temperance pledge.

Frox A Loxpon ComeEspovpexT.—‘* Numerous deputations
of Iri>h distillers waited on the Chancellor of the Exchequer on the
subject of the malt drawback, which is construed to acz against their
interest, aud favourably to the Exrglish and Scotch distillers. So
it has come a¢ last to this, that the distillers are obliged to seek for
protection for their trade from the ‘ravages of temperance.’ The
sucprss of the cause in Ireland i< productive of more good than you
eap well imagine, am. ¢ the lower clasies of Irishmen, in all parts
of the United Kingdom.”

Feb. 12.—Rev. Mr. Mathew was in Limerick on Sunday, on his
way to Tulla, Ennis, and Gort. Oz JMouday morning, although
it was not geueraify known that he was to come through here, at
an rarly hour his dwelling was besieged by crowds of postulants,
who were received by bim previous to his d are,

Rev. Mr. Mathew received, during bis stay at Talla, 12,000
persous a3 members of the Temperance Saciety.

On Tuesday he arrived in Eonis from Tulla; andat 12 o'clock,
" sccompanied by several other clersymen, prooeeded to a store ap-

pointed for administering the pledge. The first party having been

admitted, he feelingly depicted the evils of drunkenness; but he |

was glad to observe that the people were at length impremad with
a sense of the wicked habit. What, he woald ask, was the cause
of all our donostic evils, and all the crimes committed in Ireland ?
All couid be traced to whiskey and the public house. What
wrs it made them leave their own fertile fields to cut canals amidst
the swampy of Canada? He woatd anawer, intoxienting drink.
He thanked God that the stirma was fast fading away. He ob-
served that religious and political distinctions have almost entirely
disappeared ; and that bencefurward the gquestion woald not be,
* What is your religion =" but * What i yeur conduct>" He
would advise them to entertain no bad feclings towards bretwvers or
pablicans : they would not be so, were they not encournzed by
themuelves. They will be ot'iged to couvert thme concerny to
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some more useful yurpose ; and he wouid feel no hesitation in say-
ing, that instead of considering themwelves agorieved, they will
bless the day that they were forced to give up their unhallowsd
calliug. It is calculated that at least 20,000 tuok the pledge at this
place.

Feb. 15.—Rer. Mr. Mathew arrived in Limerick last evening
from his mission to Talla, Eanis, and Gort, at which Jatter place
it is computed that 50,000 accepted the temperance pledge fr.m hiy
hands, after jourveying from the most remnte parts of Galway,
Clare, and Mayc, to meet the Rev. gentleman ; and such was the
irrepressible excitement of the vast crowzds on this secasion, that
one old man was trampled to death. Rev. Mr. Mathew admitted
some hundred persous more iu this city, and left for Cork thia
marning.
