Before the beginning of last Lient the illus-
trious Pius IX. received in solemn audience
the pastors of his diocese and the preachers who
had been appoioted to deliver the Lenten ser-
mons in the chief churches of Rome, and told
them of the chief pointsto which he wished them
to direct their attention in the delivery of their

discourses. In the course of his address he
said :—

« But say, specially to the irpious, that Jesns
Curist is troth in threats; Ho had promised
strength and glory to bim who does the will of
God, but he has threatened hell to unbelievers and
to sinners. The impious laugh and place hell
among the inventions; but tell them that they like-
wise will hear the fearful sentence: Discedite.

in ignem mternum (Depart into everlasting fire.)

«Tench all this from the pulpits and from the
altars, 50 ns to enrich the minds of youths aqd_of
adults with it, rendering them fit, with the divine
help, to,contend against the comstant forces of the
men who are the emissaries of Satan,

« All these holy doctrines are now combated
openly, and likewise hypocritically. It was
thosght by many that in this revolution the werld
was divided into two camps~the society of unbe-
lievers and the society of Catholics—and it appear.d
that the threats fulminated against certain disguised
unbelievers should not be repeatod apy more. But
still more to-day shounld there be fulminated also
the Vie zobis Aypocratwe, quis simi es estis sepulehriz
dealbotis. (Woe te you, hypocrites, for you are like
to whitened sepulchres).”

These words of Pio Nono have a special sig-
nificance in this country, where the doctrine of
eternal punjshment for mortal sin, unrepented
of, is openly questioned on the rosirum, in the
press and in noa-Catholic pulpits.  Beware
of the hypoerites,” said Pius IX., and none
knew betier than he did the worthlessness of
4 the horrid words and baseless promises " of
the * liberal Catholics,” who profess allegiance
4o the Church while secking to destroy her.
