THE RADICALS IN ENGLAND AND TEE
DUKE OF CAMBRIDGE,

Lonpoy, Nov, 12—A dotermined eflort is
being made by the Radicals to drive the Duke
of Cumhndge from his post a8 Commander-in-
Chief. It is known the Duke s bitterly op-
posed to recent chavges made by Mr. Chil-
ders in tho army aystum, and the Radical
Jjournals insinuste that he is dolng his ut-
most to thwart themm. Theattacks have baen
going on in & covert way for some timoe past,
but they are now no longer masked. Sir
Garnet Wolseley, the representative of the
new military school, will be appointed to the
Adjumnt-(}euerelehlp in April. This is in-
tended as a decisive blow at the Duke's in-
fluence. The practical control of the army
will fall into Wolseley’s haads, and he is
not lkely to exercise hig powers with sny
regard for the Dake's prejudices or opinions.

The Pall Mall Qazette his opened a raking
fire upon the Duke. Uue conlribution says :
« The Duke belongs to n family which for
many geuerations pnst cannot show a single
man who possessed those powers which we
now go urgently seek, Has his training
bsen a mode of training that would develop
those powers ? Eogland is dearor and greater
than any Englishman, eveu though he should
not sit on the ateps of the throne, but on the
throne itselt.” This allusion is appavently
nimed at o higher persosage than the Dnke,
The Radicals are becoming more sgressive,

Mr. Chamberlaln’s tone at Birmingham, on
Wednesday, was more befitting the bhead of
the Government then & subordinate. He an-
nounced that we are on the eve of great and
momentous changes, which he hoped would
be accomplished without violence or disorder,
and gave his audience to understand that
aweeping measures might be looked for. Mr.
Gladstone has given no intimation of this in
bis recent speeches, but Mr. Chamberlain
has come to be regarded as the pilot and
spokesmun of the Cabincet, The Premler
épeaks in enigmas, but Mr. Chambar«
Inin’s parable is always straight to
the point. He told the Irish people
the other day that if they asked they would
receive anything short of separation, and he
now tells the agricnitural laberers that the
clock has struck for thelr eniranchisement,
that if they stand by the Qovernment, the
Government will divide up the landlord's
garment. 1t is clear the Whig imfluence in
the Cabinet iz gone. Mr. Gladstone had
