‘The
Gatlings in the .top of the gunboat worked
with admirable precision, and did much
execution among the. enemy, who advanced
to within a bundred yards of the bank of the
canal, Tho success was all the more bril-
liant, owing to the extremely difficult nature
of the country, which abounded with low
rldges and undercourses. Lieut. Lang, of
the Highlanders, gallantly crossed the Fresh-
water Canal In face of a hot fire ad brought
back a boat, thus enabling 8 company each
of Highlanders and Marines to cross and take
the cnemy on the right flank. The enemy
fought bravely, Thelr commander was
killed.
