FULL DETAILS OF THE P

The prisomers committed—"Lord Mayor
COarey"—The informer kooted.

Duey, Feb, 17.—The hearing of the prl-
goners charged with consplracy to murder
offictals was resqmed thils morning. On the
-opening of the QUourt much excitemsnt was
caused by the appearance of James Oarey, the
member of the Corporation, and one of the
prisouers, at the witness table. The other
prisoners bissed him. The sensation had
soarcsly subsided before he stepped Into the
witness brx, The purprise amongst the pri-
goners was unbeunded., All the priconers
were in the dock except Patrick Dalaney.

Carey deposed that he joined the Fenlan
Brotherbood in 1862, He mentioned, as
members of the Fenian Directory, Thomas
Brennan, late Bacretary of the Land League,
and James O'Connor. He spoke 60 low that
‘the prisoners- in the dock cried "Speak upl”
He deposed that he was always Treasurer of
the Fenian Erotherhood. The funds, he #ald,
were always in a bad atate. One of the pri.
goners remarked, “Bscause you pooketed
them” Witness continued : Duripg hig con-
pectlon with the soclety, several persons
were tried by o court-martial of the organiza-
tion. TUp to 1879 informers only were
trled, Edward McOaffrey was, prior to
November, 1881, a member of the organiza~
tion. In that month he brought Walsh to
Uarey’s house. Walsh, who was irom the
North of England, told Osrey $hat hin mis-
glon in Dublin was to make history. Carey’s
testimony showed that the aseasslnation
gang wag organized in comnsequence of ordera
brought from London by Walsh, the Olerken-
well Fenlan. James Mullett, the Chairmon
of the Dublin Branch, who organized the
tSoclety for the Extirpation of Tyrants,”
stated that Earl Cowper, then Lord-Lieu-
temsnt, and Forster were doomed. He
was introduced at the Anget Hotel to
P. J, dheridan, who was dlsguised as & prieat,
and went under the name of Father Murphy,
Sheridan sald he was watching Herster, then
Chlef Secretary for Ireland, and extending
the “Soclety of Invincibles” throughout the
country., He promised-to send the witnees
weapons from London. Mrs. Byrne brought
ifrom YLondon knives, revolvers and a Win-
chester 1ifle. It was arranged, durlng March,
1882, to “remove”’ Forster at s point opposite
$t. Mark's Church, Bruuswick atrast. All the
prisoners met around the Rogal Oak Tavern
on May the 6th, except James Mullet, who
was fmprisoned. CUatey swors that he and
other memberg of the Aesassination Boofety
‘Delieved that funds for the murder came
from the Land Lesgue.
elatent dogging of Foreter for deys with the

view of his murder. He owore that the
murderers were posted concerning Forster's
movements by telegrams from Londob, o8-
‘tenslbly about racing. He sald he drovs
‘with somo children in a osb ta the first ren-
dezvous of the murderers. Alter he alight~
ed, Fitzharria ‘wns fo drive them home, It
'was Brady who tock the ehare aa priacipsl
stabber, and who afterwerda cut Burhe's
throat. Al the prisoners, except one, wera
members of the orgapization, ns was, also,
‘Frank Byrae of London, whose wifs brought
the arms. He swore that Stephen and Leo-
nard were now in Amerlca and that Patrick
Whelan waa not'a member of the “Invinci~
‘blea” Olifford Lloyd’s name was mentfon-
ed. Sheridan, after he left the "#.Angel”
“was golng to the west of Irgland to spread
the soclety. MoOaffrey's suocessor was only
known to the consplrators-as ¢«Figure 1."
Two previons chalrmen of the organization,
"Oarey sald, wers promoted. They were
Thomas Blankeny and O'Connor. He did
not know who congtituted the Supreme Qoun-
oll or from whom thay had their directions.
Burke once escoped them by going through
the Vios.rogal grounds instead of by the main
road. Carey stated that the nmames of four
Dergons, including his own, weresabmitied to
‘the organizationin London as capable of head-
Ing the organizstion fu Dablin. Walsh dwote
hm in, erch holding a knife.

The night Forster left 1reland fifteen ¢Invin.
ciblea” followed him to the station. OCurley
looked Into the cars, but only saw Forster'a
wife and daughter. The ¢«Invincibles” were
commanded by Ourley, who was obeying the
orders of the mysterfous * Number 1.” As
Foster had definitely left Ireland, they were
told to copcentrate thelr attentlon wupon
Burke. Carey sald ¢ Number 1" was evidently
a military man, He always gave money.
He sald there wag no Hmlt; he could have a
thougand pounds if he wished. Here witness
retited suddenly froma the chair, amid the
hisges of the prisoners, some of whom shounted
#perjured s&coundrel!” and ope ®'Town
Scoundrel 1" alluding to witness’ Councillor-
ship. .

After lunch, which the prisoners seemed to
enjoy, Jarey resumed. He said:—Besides the
prieoners, two brothers named Dwyer met at
the Royal Oak tavern on the 6th of May.
One of thess has gone to America. 'Witness
created o painfol sensation by saying he had
two of his little children with hlm In the cab
early on tho morning of the 6th of May when
he was going in the cab to the Park.

‘Witness minutely detalled the moves of the
conapirators on the morning of the murder.
A pin could have been heard to drop when he
told how he saw seven men mest the two
geptlemsn., Witness said: “I saw Brady
rajsing his left hand and striking the man
dressed In the groy suit; that was all 1 saw.”
Here there was a gensation irn the Court room,
and loud cries of “Hnsh!® Witness stated:
Joe Smith, a person acqualnted with Burke’s
appearance, accompanled him to the Park to
point out Burke., Witness said Bmith did
not know what he wanted, for, after Swmith
identified Burke ke was sent away. Caurley
directed the arrangoment af the scene of the
murder. Just before the murder Carey, by
Ourley’s order, went two hundred vards away.
Ourley walted until the maurderers were on
the car, and then got into the cab and cama
to Dublin. Hs put cards in the boxss of the
nawspapers stating what was done. The
curdd read : ®Executed by order of the Irish
Invincibles.” Brady told wituese that he
stabbed Burke 1n the left shoulder, and that
the other gentleman came up and called him
a ruffian, when he ran after him into the road
and settled him. He then went back and cut

‘Buarke's throat.

Before the Court adjourned, Carey formally
identified the prisoners, Beveral of the latter
when put forward for identification, called,
Carey a perjored liar. Pat Delaney, who looked
‘very §1], rald solemnly, * That 13 the man I
may thank for all my misfortanes from my
¢chiidhood.”

The enquiry was adjourned untll Monday,
on the application of counael for the prison~

Counael for the prizoners objected to one of
the questions of the Crowa counssl, and al-

‘luded to Uarey as an “infamous witness.”

No Incldent of the trlal has caused as great
& sensation us that of Carey turnlng infor-
mer, . Holding an officlal position, be was re-
garded by the eecret socleties as a eafe man,
and trasted in all the plans of the Leagus.
The exclauslon of the public from the ex-
amination excited a great desl of comment.
Oualy the police, petectives and newapaper
men Wwere aliowed in the Coutt. Outside of
the jail great crowds wore gathered.

He depoged, amld hisses
from the prisoners, that be belonged to the
Fenfans, but not to the Bnpreme Councll,
The objsot of the Fenians was to Beparate

He had no idea that 'Cavendich was io be
murdered when Burke was attacked. He was
stupefied when he hieard of the former’s mur-
der. Being examibed, Carey sald he gave
jnformation regarding the murder two days
8go, when everybody else did. ' He was the
last person to do so, He sald be decided to
glve evidence directly after. ha was arrested,
though he did not do so until Thursday.

Counsel for the prisoners objeoted to alter-
ations, saying Carey had discovered from the
newspapera that Mullet was in prison at the
time of the alleged meeting, The Magistrate
allowed the objection.

'The deposition was ordered to stand €o as
to ahow this discrepancy. .

At the conolusion ot this evidencs, twenty-
one of the prisoners were committed for trial
to anewer a charge of murderidg Oavendish
and Burke.

1t is understood the trial will be before a
special commission of three jadzes, and that
the trial will take place In March. ' '

After the priseners were committed, the
Orown counsel stated that Joseph Smith
would be examined at the trial and that he.
hoped to be able to produce # Number 1.” -

After the committal of thHe prisoners the
Crown counsel sald it was with great relue-
tance that the Orown accepted the evidence
of the prisoner who might have been the
director and instigator of the tragedy. 1t
had been done, however, in the Interest of
public gafety and for the public good. He
trusted that the Exscutive thereby obtained
power to perfectly penetrate this fearfal
organization. He hoped to make amenable
to justice the plotters as well a8 the perpetra.
tors of the murder.

As Carey passed the dock Mullet struck at
bhim, touchipg his head. QCarey turned to
expostulate but was pushed to the witness
tablo by a detective,

All last night the excitement continned to.
incresse, Aston{shment iz mingled with
conaternation, and In tbe minds of many in-
credulity holds sway. In the face of the
stubborn facts of the publication of Carey's
evidence people refuse to bellevein the possi-
bllity of treachery on the part of one whose
soclal and commercial poaition placed him be-
yond the temptation of the Governmentsl ze-
ward, and whose stern and defiant attitudein
the early stages of the investigation could
not have suggested that fear of conse-
quences £o himgelf would have led him to the
cowardice of golng Into the witness box for the
Orown. There 13 a theory afloat to-day that
. from the heginning he has been In the service
of the prosecution ; that ho was acting a part
throughout to cover the actlons of detectives
in respect of further arrests, and that Mr.
Murphy knew what he was speaking of when
he promised a sarprlse from within the ranks
of the Confederacy. The general opiniop,
however, 18 that he was all right until
he i{elt the mooso tighteaing round
his own neck—that he saw his danger In the
evidence of Mylea Ksvanagh—and that the
promptings of self-protection led him at the
1ast moment tosacrifice his assoclates in order
to savo higself. In support of his oplnion,
it is stated that Mr, Bamuoel Les Auderson,
.the Orown Holicilor, has boen frequent in hia
ovlls to the prison—that on Thursday night,
and for a considerable time on Friday he was
aloue with Qarey. in his cell, and that after
his latest vielt ho took his depariure with a
1ok which.
