The designs must be sent,
panied by an explanatory specification and description
written in Spanish, French and English, and estimate
of cost, to the Ministry of Communications and Public
Works, either directly or through the diplomatic or
consular representatives of Mexico, on or before the
30th of November, 1897 The designs will be submit-
ted to a jury composed of seven architects or civil en-
gineers appointed, one by the Chamber of Deputies,
one by the Senate, on€ by the Ministry of Communica-
tions and Public Works, and four by the candidates by
means of a written ballot, from among ten experts pro-
posed by the Ministry of Public Works. They must
not be participants in the competition and will be chosen
by the absolute majority of ballots. For this purpose
the candidates must send with their drawings and speci-
fication a list containing the four names of the persons
whom they choose as members of the jury. Before the
award is made the official journal of the Government
will publish the result of the ballot held for the forma-
tion of the jury, over which the Minister of Public
Works or his representative will preside. There is h:ere
an opportunity for Canadian architects to distinguish
themselves, and also for Canadian manufacturers of
supplies to get a share of the orders for materials re-
quired in the fitting up of these important buildings.
