FATHER BAART ON EDUCA-
TION.

Character, the Eftect of Educativn,
‘Reaches Into Eternity,

The tollowing is a synopsis of Father
Baart’s speech at the closing exercises
of St. Mary's Parish School, Jackson,
Michigan. It deserves a careful persual:

Tt is notWhat a man knows, but what
he does with his knowledge, that makes
him great or small in the estimation of
his fellowmen. Character, which is the
effect of education applied to practieal
life, is a8 enduring as the soul; it reaches
into eternity. ) .

"Education then is not the heaping up
of facts and the cramming them into the
mind of the child, but it is rather the
opposite; it is the drawing out, *the nouris-
hing and the training of the innate
qualities of the mind and hears, of the
whole soul of the child, thereby rende-
ring it capable of guidiny itself, of chosing
and judging facts, of being a free and
responsible creature. .

xperience will theach the brute cre-
ation. The dog, the horse, the monkey,
the parrot, all ay learn facts, may have
the cramming process used upon them
quite effectnally. But -the child is
aobler than these. It has a mind; it
has a soul; it must ke a free agent and
responsible %o society and to (od.
Hence it must be taught how to use the
facts of life, how to work upon them
with its qualities of mind and heart in
order that together they may gointo a
happy eternity.

Eecause‘ thera are facts of religion and
because the qualities of man’s mind and
heart are such that he must recognize
religion—must recognize the bond that
binds him back to his Creator, no educa-
tion can be complete if the religious
faculty of the soul is not drawn out and
properly developed. As religion is the
science aronnd which all other sciences
cluster, for God is the source of all truth,
so does 1t seem proper that religion
should not be separated trom hnt rather
connected with the acquisition of all
other knowledge. Reiligion completes
education. Hence the policy of the
Catholic church in giving secular and
religious instruction together.

It is a characteristic of proper educa-
tion to recognize merit wherever found.
The prejudiced man and. the bigot are
never properly educated. "Their natures
are warped, There are Catholic bigots
as well ustuose who are biguted against
the Catbolic, but the former are few in
comparison with the latter. Bigotry is
as bad as supersti lon;
truth of religion. Because the Catholic
has full religious truth, he cannot toler-
ate any falseness or superstition oan it,
whether it be the horses!ioe, the spilling
of sait, the lorse-chestnut, the number
thirteen, the d'stinction of lucky aud
unlucky days, New England witchceraft,
or wnether it be devotions run wild and
anautborized. The bigot cannot recog-
nize any religious truth in one who
disagrees with him. But the Catbolic is
bound to recognize religions truth wher-
ever found, in pagan, Jew or Protestant,
not because of the person, but because of
the truth. If, then, the Catholic has the
fallness of revealed truth, whby shouli
he grudgingly deny that others may
have a parg of it? IHe must not. Rather
should he by kindness and charity en-
deavor to communicate to othiers more
of bis truth, for, like a fire, diffusion will
not decrease but only strengthen it.

For a similar reason the Catholic
church cannot condemn any school that
teaches truth. Dangerous features may
be pointed out and improvement sug

ested, but such a schiool "can never be
condemned as bad initself. TIvis a cal-
umny to say that the Catholic chureh is
opposed to the public schools of America.
Thie Catholic church is nol opposed to
public schools, but she is convinced that
in many respects they may beimproved
This opinion is not peculiar to her, but
is shared by many of the best and most
experienced non-Catholic edacaturs of
the country. )

Private and parochial schools may

why we should advocate their destruc-
tion? They have advantages which the
public schools can never have! and
on the other hand the public schools
have advantages which private
schools can never claim. Both
stould work exist side by side. How
ever could private schools supply in-
struction for all the children of the
country? How ever can the public
schools satisfy the peenliar and re.son-
able nations of all parents regzarding the
education of their children ? Let us look
at the situation practically and reason-
ably, and there will be much less pre-
iudice and contention.

It is well that we be impressed by the
fact that there can be no union of Church
and State in this country.  Neither the
Mobhammedan, the Chinese, the Jewish,
the Protestant or the Catholic can be the
State or ofticial religion. But this does
not imply that the citizens should be

education that will preserve the republic
from destruction; for the Roman Empire
was more learned and civilized during
the yearsof its rise. The fall of the
great empire was the effect of diminished
morals and not of diminished education.
So it must be with us. Take away
the sanction of religion and there is no
motive of action greater than selfishness:
The foundations of the republic laid in
the sefiishness of irreligious citizens can-
pot but crumble, for teachery and
anarchy are the necessarv effe-ts These
effects must be precluded, for tie repu-
blic must endure. Then educate the
childred rightly; draw out and develop
their moral, religious qualities aswell as

their intellectual and physical ones
Educate the whole child, vducate every
¢hild, and when they grow up we shall
have citizens fit not only for our great
state on earth, bat fit also forthe kingdom
of heaven.

Thos. Gentes, 8 Well-Known Farmer of St
vital, Comes toa Sad End—sis Mind
peranged by Sun-Stroke.

St. Boniface hospital at an early hour
}ast Sunday morning, was the scence of
a most sad affair, the victin being Thos,
Gentes, a French Canadian, and a well-
known farmer of the district of St. Vital.
Early last week while engaged in the
hay fiields, during extremely not weat-
her, Gentes received a sunstroke. The
effect was that the man’s mind bhecame
deranged and his whole thoughts at
once became bent on the taking of his
life. He refused absolutely to take
either foor or drink, and from Monday
last to the time of his tragic end he re-
ceived not the slightest nourishment. On
Thursday last Gentes made his first

attempt at suicide, throwing bimself in
the river near his hom: His wife who
Lad been keeping close watch on his
movements, however, saw him jump into
the water, and aided by a neighbor who
was attracted by the woman’s screams
for help succeeded in rescuing kim.
Gentes' family and friends then decided
that the unfortunate man must at once be
put under medica) treatment, and they
Jdetermined, in spite of his protestations,
to take Lim to the hospital at St. Boniface
He was taken tbere Friday morning.
The sisters in charge strenuously objec-
ted to taking in the patient, suggesting
an asylum as the best and proper place
for his treatment. His friends were so
earnest in tneir pleas, however, that the
sisters at 188t consented to receive him,
making tue condition, however, that
his friends should furnish their own
guard.

During Friday, Gentes seemed to act
rationally, but stubbornly refused all
nourishment. In the evening one of the
sisters had a conversation with him and
then noticed that be talked incoherently,
and his mind seemed to be wandering,
The nurse Jast saw him at midnight and
he,was then sleeping soundly. During
the night is seems that the young man
appinted to guard the patient fell usleep
on the couch provided for Lim just out-
gide the door ot the room. Gentes, awak-
ening, must bave noiselessly opened
the door and slipped past his sleeping
guard. Proceeding to the bath room he
deliberately suicided 1m the manner
mentioned. When the budy was found
it was face down ward in the bath tub,
the Lead being m such a position that
the water fell on it in a tiny stream.
There were only a few inches ot water
in the tub, but sufficient to drown the
man in the position he was found. He
had with towels tied his hands together
go as to be unable to move.

The body of the unfortunate man was
taken to St. Vital Sunday morning and
will there be buried. Gentes leaves a
wive and seven children.

Francois Gingras, & Famillar Figure {a

Suddenly at His Home.

Last Thursday evening painfully sud-
den death took place at St. Boniface
when Francois Gingras, an old settler,
was celled to another world ,with but
short warning.

The parish
priest, Father Meesier, Father Cloutier
and Dr. Lambert were immediately
summoned, but on their arrival deceased
bad breathed hislast. Thebody was
embalmed by Hughes & Son, and
the funeral took place yesterday.
