Present: Aldermen L. A. Lapoi'nte, O’Connell, Dagenais,
Yates and Lariviére.

Director of
the Montreal Street Railway Co.; Duncan MecDonald, Gen.
Manager, and W. J. White,  attorney tor the Montreal
Street Railway Co.

(1) Extract from the minutes of the City Council, dated
18th May 1908, referring to this. Special Committee a re-
port from the Road Committee, submitting offer made by
The Montreal Street Railway Company to remove snow
from certain streets of the City of Montreal;

(2) Draft of by-law to allow the Montreal Street Rail-
way Company to carry freight in the streets of the City
of Montreal;

(3) Offer of the Montreal Street Railway Company to
carry freight, dated 2nd October 1907;

(4) Petition from the Board of Trade and “Chambre de
Commerce,” asking that the Montreal Street Railway Com-
pany be allowed to carry freight;

(5) Petition from the Union of Engineers, against the
removal of snow by the Montreal Street Railway Com-
pany;
