
AGREEMENT BETWEN THE GOVERNM&ENT 0F CANADA AND THE GOVWINMEWt
0F PERU RELATING TO TERMS 0F FINANCING FOR THE SALE 0F WHEAT
BT CANADA TO PERU

The Government of Canada and the Government of Peru,
DESIRING to establish ternis of financing for the sale of wheat by Canada

to Peru,
Have agreed as foiiaws:

ARTICLE I

The Government of Peru shall buy i Canada, through Empresa Publica
de Servicios Agropecuarios y Pesqueros and Canada shail suppiy, through the
Canadian Wheat Board, 200,000 m~etric tons of CanacUan wbeat, five percent
more or less, for shipment from Canadian ports during the period Septemnbee
ta August 1970 of this Agreement in the followirng quantities:

Approximately 17,000 metrie tons per month.

ARTICLE II

Under this Agreement, Empresa Publica de Servîcios Agropecuarios y Pes-
queros and the Canadian Wheat Board have concluded a general cantract inl
respect of this transaction. The grades of wheat, deiivery ternis, prices, and4
other-omeea odt<8wr adare pnb Emprese
Publica de Servicios Agropecuarios y Pesqueros and the Canadian Wheat Board'
Under the terms of this contract, purchases of wheat shall be made by Empre0l
Publica de Servicios Agropecuarios y Pesqueros from an agent or agents of the
Canadian Wheat Board.

ARTICLE III

The payment ternis, which wîli apply ta ail shipments made ini accordan'e
with Article I, shahl be as foiiows:

A cash payment of ten percent of the grass invaice value of each cag
on date of each shipmenit, ad the balance of ninety percent payable 1"
equai instairnents, with the flrst paytnent due on the lait day of the i5
year from the date of shipment. Subsequent payments will be due at in
tervals of six months thereafter, provided final paynlent wiii becorne dt#>
not more than five years after date of shipment. Any semi-annuai paynente
may be made in advance.

Interest wîll be payable semi-annuaiiy at 4î percent per annurn, 1
the principal balance outstanding caiculated frorn date of each shipX10"t'
