Most of its foreign assistance, however, coMes 

from the Western countries. 

On the African scene, Cameroon is a strong supporter of the 

Organization of African Unity. It is also a member of the Bank of 

Central African States (BEAC) and the Customs .Union of 'Central 'African 

States (UDEAC).
