16. Heads of Govemment rcaffirmed the continuing rfigh priority of the Commonwealth
effort 10 expose the truth about apartheid and to counter South African propaganda and
censorship. They welcomed the Commonwealth strategy prepared by the Working Panty sct up
as part of the Okanagan Programme of Action. They noted that anumberof countries had alrcady
implementcd and funded national action plans. They stressed the particular imponance of the
suppon being given to the cmbatucd altemnative press and other groups in South Africa resising
censorship.

Namibia

17. Heads of Govemment welcomed the implementing of Resolution 435, and lookcd
forward o the holding of frec and fair clections leading to the emergence of a genuinely
independent Namibia. They rcaffirmed their full suppon for the United Nations Secretary-
General, and the UN's efforts (o cnsurc the intcgrity of the Settlement Plan. Heads of
Government looked forward 10 welcoming a frec Namibia into the Commonwealth.

18. They noted that the Repont of the Commonwecaith Observer Group on Namibia had
identified a number of areas of urgent need if an independent Government emerging from the
Resolution 435 process was to be ablc o govem cffectively. They accordingly called for the
provision of a special andenlarged multilateral package of assistance in addition to bilateral aid.
To this end they requested the Commonwecalth Sccretary- General to send a small tcam of ex-
perts to Namibia as soon as practicabic aficr the clections to advisc on possiblc Commonwealth
assistance.

19. Heads of Governmcnt also noted that the Repont drew attention to what the Group had
viewed as moves by the South African Government to retain a continuing ability to destabilise
an independent Namibia, and they werc of the vicw that any sleps taken by South Africa to this
end would inevitably callinto question its declarations of good faith in respect of thesc and other
matters, and particularly its expressed desirc now to scck peaceful co-existence with its neigh-
bours.

20. Heads of Government callcd on all the partiesto the Resolution 435 Scutlement Plan and
all political groups within Namibia to fully mect their respective responsibilitics and obliga-
tons, including full co-operation with the UN authorities. to conclude the proccss of bringing
into being a free, independent and stable Namibia.

2L Heads of Government expressed their concern that a post-independence Namibia be
able fully 1o realise its cconomic potential and contributc to the development of the larger
Southemn Africa region. In this respect, they expressed the hope that the carly re-integration of
Walvis Bay into Namibia in accordance with Security Council Resolution 432 (1978) would be
able to be achieved, noting that compliance with this by South Africa would be a convincing
demonstration of its good faith and commitment to the long-term viability of its ncwly
independent neighbour.

Other Developments in the Southern African Region
22. Heads of Government noted that notwithstanding intemational condemnation, South
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
