CANADIAN REPRESENTATION AT FIRST WORLD
CONFERENCE AT AMSTERDAM

On the orders of the day:

Mr. E. B. Huffman (Kent, Ont.): I should
like to direct a question to the Minister of
Trade and Commerce, or to the department
concerned. In view of the revenue the gov-
ernment derives from the tobacco industry,
and the need for an export market to stabilize
the industry, can the minister indicate
whether Canada will be represented at the
first world tobacco congress to be held at
Amsterdam in the latter part of September
of this year?

Right Hon. C. D. Howe (Minister of Trade
and Commerce): I received notice of this
question only since coming to the house this
morning. The government is well aware of
the need of the tobacco industry for an export
outlet. I can tell my hon. friend that nego-
tiations are under way which it is believed
will add considerably to Canadian exports
to the United Kingdom during the current
year. As to attendance at Amsterdam, I shall
be glad to consult my staff, and also the
Secretary of State for External Affairs (Mr.
Pearson), and give my hon. friend an answer
later.

PRAIRIE FARM REHABILITATION

AMENDMENT OF ACT TO PROVIDE FOR APPOINT-
MENT AND SUPERANNUATION OF CERTAIN
OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES, ETC.

Right Hon. J. G. Gardiner (Minister of
Agriculture) moved that the house go into
committee to consider the following reso-
lution:

That it is expedient to introduce a measure to
amend the Prairie Farm Rehabilitation Act to pro-
vide for the appointment and superannuation of
certain officers and employees necessary for carry-
ing out the provisions of the act, and to provide
further that no projects involving an expenditure
in excess of ten thousand dollars shall be under-
taken without the consent of the governor in
council.

Motion agreed to and the house went into
committee, Mr. Dion in the chair.

Mr. Argue: Mr. Chairman, will the Minister
of Agriculture explain what is involved in
this amendment?

Mr. Gardiner: The committee will recall
that when the Prairie Farm Rehabilitation
Act was passed in 1935 it was for a limited
period of five years. When the act was
amended in 1936 it continued the effect of
the legislation indefinitely without a named
period. The section having to do with appoint-
ments was left as it was in the 1935 act,
