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Mr. Trudeau: No. It is not a vote of 130 to 
1. Then we decided to proceed unilaterally. I 
am glad of the way the question is asked. I 
know the position of the hon. member on this 
particular question, I would point out that 
there has been a good deal of questioning in 
the house about the position of the govern­
ment, and I have yet to see the position of 
the Conservative party on the question.

Mr. MacLean: Mr. Speaker, I have a sup­
plementary question, for clarification. Would 
the Prime Minister not agree that the recog­
nition of mainland China and the substitution 
of mainland China for Formosa in the United 
Nations are two separate and distinct 
problems.

Mr. Trudeau: Yes, I would, Mr. Speaker.

Hon. Leo Cadieux (Minister of National 
Defence): Mr. Speaker, first of all I think I 
should congratulate the hon. member for his 
sustained interest in this problem. The deci­
sion flowing from the studies that have been 
made in the Department of National Defence 
I do not think would call for a statement in 
the house. That would be in the nature of an 
announcement or release in respect of 
administrative procedures, which would fol­
low through whenever decisions are taken.

Mr. Hees: Does the minister expect in the 
near future to be in a position to make any of 
the various types of utterances which he has 
mentioned.

Mr. Cadieux (Labelle): I do expect so, sir.

Mr. J. P. Nowlan (Annapolis Valley): Do we
understand from the minister’s answer that 
the base consolidation study has now been 
completed?

Mr. Cadieux (Labelle): Yes.
