NATIONAL DEFENCE—EMPLOYMENT OF EX-MILITARY
PERSONNEL AS PUBLIC SERVANTS

Question No. 12—Mr. Rowland:

For each Canadian Forces base, station or other installation, how
many ex-military personnel now receiving service pensions are cur-
rently employed as public servants in the Department of National
Defence and, of these, how many are war veterans?

Hon. James Richardson (Minister of National
Defence): The information required by this question is not
readily available and would necessitate a search of thou-
sands of files. In view of the continuing heavy commit-
ments and workload of departmental personnel officers,
additional staff would be required in a large number of
CF bases, stations and other installations to compile the
data. The department does not have the resources that
would be required to employ such additional staff.

$50 to $59.99, 248; (f) $60 to $69.99, 207; (g) $70 to $79.99,
288; (h) $80 to $89.99, 379; (i) $90 to $99.99, 499; (j) $100 to
$149.99, 3,257; (k) $150 to $159.99, 6,496; (1) $200 to $249.99,
7,962; (m) $250 to $299.99, 6,313; (n) $300 and over, 15,700.
