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that Canadian children can be spared the tragic effects of
foetal alcohol disabilities.

INDIAN AFFAIRS

Mr. Réginald Bélair (Cochrane-Superior): Mr.
Speaker, Nibin Amilc is a First Nation community of 310
residents and is located in my riding of Cochrane-Supe-
rior approximately 450 miles northeast of Thunder Bay.
The community is accessible by air only.

On May 7 of this year, Summer Beaver suffered a
serious setback when their log school burned to the
ground. The fire occurred during the school day and
fortunately most of the 85 children were outside at
recess. No one was injured, but ail teaching supplies
were burned.

Summer Beaver is in desperate need of a wide range
of supplies that could be used in their temporary school.
'Me school is an elementary school up to grade six. The
community wiil also, require adequate facilities for the
students in September when school begins again.

I urge the Minister of Indian Affairs and Northern
Development to address this crisis situation at Summer
Beaver and assure the residents that there wiil be a
school facility for their children in September.
