The early
deciine to 55%c was easily accounted for
the very bearish Government report 1s-
sued yesterday and part of the rally which
followed was also natural from the fact
that ‘ligquidation showed itself to be aimost
over, but the sudden advance from 57g to
58%c was entirely unaccouuted for, as was
also the immediate break with scarceiy any
trading to B6%c, as well as the subsequent
rally to 57%e, at which the market closed.
Fluctuations last week and also up to to-
day of this week had been more than nor-
mal, but to-day caps the climax and we
feel that  opinions for the immediate fu-
ture are simply wild guesswork and of no
value. We therefore will not attempt to
express one, but we state that eventually
we look for lower prices and believe with
average conditions in the next 60 days it
is such as experience justifies us In expect-
ing that July wheat will sell under ddc.
