I Wheat Outlook — World»» Wheat 
Crops and ConiTumption.

Commencing with the harvest of 1892, 
when the wheat reserves, visible and in­
visible, were supposed to be of about nor­
mal quantity In the principal wheat growing 
countries of the World, except lu Iluss-ia, 
and, taking the wheat* crops of the world 
for the six years, 1802 to 1897 inclusive, the 
aggregate was about 14,593,975,000 bushels, 
or u yearly average of 2,432,320,000 bushels. 
But, as the reserves held at the harvest of 
1898. in farmers’ hands and in commercial 
channels, will be fully 100 million bushels 
under the average, the annual consumption 
for above six years has been about 2;4o0,- 
000,000 bushels. Allowing for the recogn z- 
etl rate of increase m annual consumption, 
the consumption lu 1808--99 may be assum­
ed at 2,460,000,000 bushels. With the mod­
erate range of prices likely to prevail dur­
ing the coming season, it is expected that 
the world's reserves at the ciose of the 
crop year will be restored to their normal 
extent. To meet the consumption aud to 
Increase the reserves as contemplated, the 
world’s wheat crop for 1806-00 would re­
quire to be 2,560,000,000 bushels. In onler 
to Judge as to the probability of su oh a 
crop, the simplest plan will be to take last 
year's crop and add to it such increases as 
present advices Indicate.

News estimates of last year’s world 
it was 2,22ÏM2Ü,«J00 bushels, 
estimate was published last November, the 
official Russian report ou/the wheat crop- 
of the empire showed a» excess of 70 mil­
lion bushels over the Btkomha» estimate 
for that country.
