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Provision Ships on Way
New Plan for the Lakes

Steel Trust Will Adopt An
Innovation That Will Cause

Vesselmen to Talk.

Sault Ste. Marie, Mich.,, Jan. 24—
Time-saving things in the handling of
ships on the great lakes have become
the wonder of the marine world, but
niever has any scheme in that direction
caused more comment among vessel-
men than the one now being prepar-
ed by the steel trust for use Bere next
season. There have been in the navy
devices for coaling ships at sea, and
the floating blacksmith-ship Vulcan
was used around Santlago to keep the
machinery of the warships in repair.
But naval officials never went to the
length of provisioning their craft while
under way. Yet that is what the steel
trust is going to do here,

' which has been used as an excursion

boat at Cleveland, is now being fitted

said that mortars and other large-bore
guns for shooting potatoes, cabbages!

W. W. Smith, who represents the steel
trust in the Soo passage, denies. The
potatoes will not be shot from mortars,
but will be lifted by derricks from
the decks of the Superior to the ship
which is being provisioned. These der-
ricks, or cranes, will be swung from
the ship’s side, and the food will in
this way be transferred from the sup-
ply boat.

A sufficient supply of provisions can
thus be transferred from the supply
boat without the loss of a minute’s
time. As the ship slows up to enter
the lock, the Superior will swing along-
side, and the work of transfer will be-
gin. It is expected that this work
will be finished long before the ship
is thru the lofk and under full head-
way again on the other side. The
amount of provisions, ice, etc., to be
thus transferred is no small matter. In
the old days, before there was a steel
trust, one big iron company maintain-

The project of .pro-
visioning its fleet under’ headway is
strictly new with the steel trust.

Mr. Maclean agreed to
meet the hoys on another point, viz.,
to cash all unsold papers, and to ex-
change later editions for unsold ear-
lier editions. The boys objected to
some of their crowd who cut prices;
Mr. Maclean replied that he would
help them to form a union, and he
would refuse to sell to newsboys who’d
cut the prices This was also
cheered.

Speeches were then made by two
representative  boys, Walker and
Kennedy. Next the boys and Inspec-
tor Hall, who was also present, had
it out about the police regulations for
the sale of papers at the station.
The views of the boys on this point
were promised comsideration by the
Police Department. The hall was en-
gaged for next week, to form a un-
fon, and Mr. Maclean promised to
have a representative labor man at-
tend with him to talk to the boys on
the advantages of union. The boys
applaudeéd ' the idea of keeping the
five-cent price for a Canadian paper,
and that if Toronto people wanted a
New York paper they ought to pay
the regular price for such.

BIG PLANS FOR THE C.N.R.

Before Next Harvest $2,000,000 Will
Be Spent on Rolling Stock.
Winnipeg, Jan, 24.—*“Before the next
season’s harvest is ready for export
we expect that the Canadian Northern
Railway will have spent about two
million dollars in improving our roll-
ing stock,” said Hugh Sutherland, exe-

er.

“There will be at least sixteen new
locomotives purchased, and orders are
issued for about 1000 box cars of the
largest capacity for wheat hauling.
The difficulty is that most of the loco-
motive and car shops are overcrowded
with orders, and many of them can
take no new orders for the next two
years.”
