Elisabeth Murray Sues Empire Loan
Co. for $3000,

Mr. Justice Lount ‘has  reserved
judgment in the action of Elizabeth
Murray of Winnipeg against the Em-
pire Loan Co. of Toronto. The ac-
tion arose over a disputed price of a
certain property in Sault Ste. Marie.
The company claimed that the sale
price, as arranged, was $6000, which
amount was admitted paid over, but
Mrs. Murtay says the price was
$9000, and she is suing Tor the dif-
ference, $3000, with interesf. The de-
fendants have filed a counter claim

+ for $400, alleged to be unpaid taxes
on the property in question, when they
took possession of it.

The suit of the. Veneer Box Cadl,
Limited, against Samuel McNair
was before the court at adjournment.
McNair subscribed for 21 shares: of
the capital stock of the company, at
850 per share. He paid one call of
$210, and now refuses to settle the
balance because he claims the sub-
scription was obtained by misrepre-
sentation. .

WHO SHOULD PAY FOR PAVEMENTS ?

Important Question Before a Specinl
Committee—Assessment Estimates
Reduced—City Hall Matters,

There was some misunderstanding
regarding the ,time at which
meeting of the Board of Control was
to be held yesterday afternoon. When
&he board adjourned, shortly after
noon, Controller Loudon says, it was
understood that business should be
resumed at 3 o'clock; ‘whereas, the
Mayor and Controllers  Crane and

Graham thought it was 3.30 o'clock.
(‘On'troller Loudon was in his seat at
3 d'clock, and, after waifing till 3.20
‘o'clock, he said he declared the .meet-
ing adjourned, and left the hall. Ten
minutes later, the Mayor and Con-
trollers Crane and Graham met and
decided to go on with the business,
%‘rmtroller McMurrich was in Hamil-
on.
Laborers’ Wages.

The first matter considered was the
recommendation from Council in rve-
gard to the iIncrease of city laborers’
wages from 18 cents to 20 cents an
hour, It was agreed that 1t was a
serious state of affairs, and the Mayox
stated that it simply meant inviting
strong young men from the town-
ships and outside municipalities to
come to the city and secure employ-
ment, which mow goes mostly to our
own citizens. It stood to reason that
the men who could do the most work
would be chosen to dp it. It would
give the pick to the youngest and
ablest men. As it is now, the city is
able to give employment to .many of
those who are cast out from any other
kind of labor.

A Cruel Outrage,

His Worship thought the proposal
was a cruel outrage on this class of
people, and, notwithstanding that
Council has hurriedly decided other-
wise, he thought it was the duty of
the Board of Control tc get a report
from the head of every department.
It was the duty of .the Board of Con-
trol to carry out the wishes of the
"Counr:il, but they should do so with
a view to the public interest. In this
case, the Council had not gone about
it regularly, but had been taken by
surprise. r

Departments Must Rleport,

Ald. Crane said there were msen in
the House of Industry and House of
Providence who were quite able to
do some of the work on the streets,
if they got a chance.

The Mayor's suggestion to ask a
report from the head of each depart-
ment, as to the cost and the possible
effect of the proposed increase, was
acted upon. :

Pay For Their Own Now.

Under the present law, ratepayers
are exempt from all local improve-
ments except their own and the por-
tions opposite street intersections
and exempted' property.. As ‘an in-
stance, if a concrete pavement is laid
on a street, the ratepayers on that
particular street are exempted from
similar taxes on all other streets; so,
now, the City Solicitor cannot see how
the city could afterwards put a tax
upon these property-owners,during'1he
currency of the bylaw, for other side-
walks or pavements thruout the city
which might be of a permanent na-
ture.

How if They Refuse ?

Under the present system there would|
be some difficulty if, when the life of a
pavement expired, the ratepayers on
the street refused to petition for re-
construction of the pavement as a local

The estimates of the Assessment De-
partment were takén up by the Eoard
of Control yesterday, and a reduction of
$2518 was made. . Of this amount $1968
is for reduction of the staff of tempor-
ary glerks.

There was an item of $300 to cover
expenses of negotiations with manufac-
turing industries. Ald. McMurrich ob-
jected to it on the ground that the city
was big enough now not to have to run
after manufacturers. The board, how-
ever, passed the item. The Asses*ment
Department’s original estimates totall d
$34,201, and the'board left them at $31,-
382, against $29,136 for last year.

Dismissal of Employes.

Ald.Dunn will move at the next meet-
ing of Council for an amendment of the
bylaws governing the heads of muni-
cipal departments, so that instead of
being able ta dismiss subordinates with-
out assigning any reason, they will be
empowered only to suspend such offi-
cials pending action of the Board of
Contfol. This is the outcomt of the
Taylor matter in the Oity Commission-
er's Department, All of the heads of
departments will be strongly opposei to
the proposal.
