and the lack of bridges of a permanent character crossing it at the high level.
Not so many years ago it was annually expected-in Toronto that the Queen-
street bridge would be carried away by the spring freshet,and that the same fate
would befall the bridges at Gerrard and Winchester.streets.And when this took
place traffic was interfered with for perhaps two or three weeks at a time
before a temporary bridge over the Don was put up. The idea of a perman-
ent bridge over the Don was hardly ever entertained, and it was only with the
greatest persistence and energy that thie late Mayor Howland got the Don
improvement under - way, and a permanent bridge was placed at 'Queen-
street. Another then followed at. Germard-street, but that was practically all.
that was done. Then the movement ceased. :

Our idea is that the east side of the city is just as much entitled to pub-
.lic improvements as the west side, and that there is at the present time more
good and cheap land available for house and factory building in the east end
of the city than there is in any other direction. The healthiest portion of
the whole city, we believe, is in that portion of No. 1 #ard north of Queen-
street, and especially that portion of it in the neighborhood of Danforth-
avenue. True, the township owns the country north of Danforth-4venne and
across the Don, but so does the township or other -municipalities own ﬂh
| of the land to the north and west of the city. The reason, as. we have often’
pointed out in this paper, that Toronto Junction and the whole of the city fo
the west has grown, is owing to the nm%lvlc {mprovements constructed in
order to overcome the various street impediments that existed, and which
now allow traffic to run freely and uninterruptedly. The King-street subway
and the Queen-street subway, and the street car lines thru them; the Dundas-
street bridges, built on a large scale, and a street car service over them;

once and for all Such a bridge would open up a large area. of fine accessible
building sites. It would complete the way for the longest and most conveni-
ent cross-town car line that can be put in operation, namely, from East To-
ronto Town on the east to Toronto Junction on the west, all along - Bloor-
street. It would give a large amount of traffic the privilege of entering the up-
per portion of the city, that now has to come in lower down. It would build
up No. 1 Ward in a surprising way. It would give that ward a'back like the
prosperous front it now has.  We have been told that the people-on Queen-
street east would object to a-Bloor-street viaduct, fearing that it would take
some traffic away from them. ' To our mind, it would greatly improve traffic
and business thruout the whole ward, and on no place so much as on Queen-
street. ;

BEverybody who owns property east of Yonge-street, or, for that ‘matter,
east ofw'Coilegea.venue and York-street, is interested in the development of
the east side of the city. Toronto should not be allowed to become lopsided
and the east side should not be sbsolutely neglected. The people on the
east side should see that their aldermen advocate this necessary improve-
ment. . i

It is true that the people who live in the township would benefit to some
extent, but, if so, the country traffic will comé into the city. We believe the
