Eastman Ga., Aug. 29.—The charred 
body of Eli Cooper, a negro, was found 
yesterday in the ashes back if a negro 
church, which was burned by incen- 
diaries early yesterday morning. Three 
other negro churches and a negro lodge 
in this section were burned Tuesday 
night.'

The acts of violence followed reports 
that the negroes planned to rise up 
and "wipe out the white people,” and 
that Cooper remarked the negroes have 
been run over for 50 years, but this 
would all change in 30 days.

Cooper was taken from his home on 
Wednesday night, according to his 
wife, by a crowd of about 20 white 
men. The negro was taken several 
miles by the mob. and it is presumed 
that he was shot by the crowd and his 
body thrown Into the burning church.

Escaped Jackson Convict Was 
Canadian Artilleryman.

Toronto, Aug. 29.—"The Canadians 
hit the line in February, 1915, and in 
April moved up to the Ypres salient, 
where they took part in the second 
battle of Ypres. It was here that the 
Canadians went into the breach which 
had been caused by the first German 
gas attack, and that battle made the 
Canadian corps what it proved itself 
to be in later days of the war." Brig.- 
Gen. Mitchell told the Fire Marshals’ 
Association of North America at lunch 
on Thursday. "There is one outstand­
ing figure in the second battle of 
Y pres, and that man will come to To­
ronto tomorrow. He is General Sir 
Arthur Currie. At that time he com­
manded the 2nd Infantry Brigade, 
which was at the very apex of what 
was left of the salient from which the 
French had broken and fled when the 
poisonous gas was released upon them

(Cheers.)
Saw Him In Action.

"He comes here tomorrow as a con­
quering hero after commanding the 
Canadian Army Corps with such suc­
cess and distinction during the last 
two years of the war. He developed 
from a businessman to a real soldier 
—a tactician and strategian. I saw 
him in action from the very first, and 
I know whereof I speak. Apart from 
the great ability he displayed, he was 
a courageous man, full of courage, a 
man standing six feet four inches in 
height, of tremendous physique and 
great energy. I would like our Ameri- 
can friends present to know the kind 
of a man who commanded the Canadian 
Army Corps during the war.

Vimy a Great Battle.
"The battle of Vimy was one of the 

outstanding engagements of the Can­
adian troops. But it was not the 
greatest. If the popular minds think 
it so it is only because the battles 
of the last one hundred days of the 
war have not been sufficiently spoken 
of. They were as great victories, if 
not greater, than Vimy and had a 
great deal more to do with winning 
the war. I consider, and I know that 
great military men will agree, that 
General Herrington of the British 
Army, and General Currie, command­
ing the Canadians, were two of the 
greatest ‘finds' of the whole war."

September 24.

A large number of matters will he 
eliminated from the school’s program 
ot studies, so that the studying chil-!

accord with the needs of the day.

WINNIPEG EXPERIENCING
A BIG BUSINESS BOOM

Takes Rest This Morning Instead of 
Visiting Parliament Buildings.

Ottawa. Aug. 29.—H. R. H. the Prince 
of Wales did not visit the new Parlia­
ment buildings this morning, as he 
originally intended doing. He felt 
rather tired after his busy day yester­
day, and decided to rest during the 
morning. The prince is going to at­
tend the Labor Day sports, which will 
be held at Lansdowne Park on Monday. 
He will drive out to the park along the 
Government driveway, but will not. 
alight. After his call at Lansdowne 
Park, His Royal Highness will cross the 
river to Hull, as originally planned.

MASTERPIECE STOLEN

HALIFAX LABOR MEN
TAKE NO ACTION ON

ONE BIG UNION IDEA
Halifax, Aug. 29.—At a special meet­

ing of the local trades and labor coun­
cil official instructions were furnished 
to Delegate Garnett, who will repre­
sent the council at the convention of 
the Trades and Labor Congress of 
Canada at Hamilton on September 22. 
He was specially instructed to lay be­
fore the congress a clear and concise 
statement of the work of the Halifax 
relief commission, and what remains to 
be accomplished and what should be 
done to give complete restitution to 
the people of Halifax, who suffered 
through the explosion of December 6, 
1917.

In connection with the one big union 
the council took no vote on what 
scheme of organization the delegate 
should favor at the congress. He was 
instructed to hear all sides of the 
question and vote in the best inter- 
ests of labor.

Foamy Stream Trickles Down Chicago 
Street.

Chicago. Aug. 29.—Four hundred bar­
rels of 4.75 per cent beer manufactured 
by the Schlitz Brewing Company of 
Milwaukee before the war time prohibi­
tion became effective, were dumped 
into the gutters of a street yesterday by 
Otto B. Fugrst, United States revenue 
inspector, to enable the company to 
recover $2,400 in taxes previously paid 
the government.

Officials of the brewery recently call­
ed the attention of the revenue collec­
tor to the fact that, after having paid 
the tax of $6 a barrel on the beer, they 
were prevented by law from selling it.

They were told that the tax would be 
refunded if the beer was destroyed. 
The beer was emptied into the street, 
forming a foamy stream several inches 
deep. Men and women hurried to the 
scene with cups and pitchers, and at­
tempted to salvage some of the beer, 
but were driven away by government officials.
