. “first ‘of last August, and up to May 31,
when the union’s fiscal year closed,
$67,580 had been paid pensioners, while
the administration of the fund -had cost
only $2000. The union also conducts a
Home at Colorado Springs, and con-
tributed during its fiscal year to this in-
stitution $86,518.31. The actual expense
of conducting the Union Printers’ Home
was $72,598.94, and there was a balance

. in the Home fund of $32,337.63. The re-

ceipts and expenditures of the home
from its inception to May 31, 1909, were
4867,801.20 and $885,463.66. The home
property at Colorado Springs is valued
at $1,000,000.

{ The union pays a burial benefit of
$75.

During the fiscal year there were 509
deaths and the benefits paid amounted
to $38,175. For advertising its union
Jabel the union paid out $7617.48.

The expenditures of the International
Typographical Union during its fiscal
year were $161,544.55. From the year
1891 to 1909 ‘the union received $6,188,—
045.75, and expended $5,950,898.90, this
sum inchuding the expense of conduct-
ing the Union Printers’ Home. The
union has a membership of 47,174.

TORONTO 85 YEARS AGO”

Interesting Painting for City Hall
Presented by J. R. Robertson.

An interestlng.additlon has been

made - to the series of topographical
paintings which thru #the generosity
and historical interest of John- Ross
Robertson now decorate the walls of
the north and east corridors of the
council floor of the city hall That
which has ‘just been placed in
position is elabarated from a water
color sketch made by a military officer
of the Tewn of York in the year 1824.
The painting is by Owen P. Staples
and is one of the most pleasing of the
series.
