Yards this week was very unsatisfactory, 
especially to drovers and shippers. The 
market was slow, draggy, and 25c to 50c 
lower on common to medium butcher 
cattle, while choice butchers barely held 
their own. One reason for the above con­
dition Is that the big packing establish­
ments are unable to ship their dressed 
meats on account of the railway tie-up; 
another reason is that- the great bulk of 
butcher cattle arriving on the market are 
simply counterfeits, and have been sell­
ing for at least 32 per cwt. more than 
they are worth. They should be fed for 
two or three months before they are 
brought to market ; if not, prices on 
this class must go still lower.

Trade in cows and bulls was fairly 
steady at prices practically the same as 
the previous week. Milkers and springers 
were a steady trade, especially good cows, 
which sold at from 890 to 3110, while 
quite a number of real choice cows sold 
at from 3114 to 3123 each.

Stockers and feeders were fairly ac­
tive at prices without change. Feeders, 
800 to 900 lbs., sold at 38.50 to 38.75; a 
few extra choice sold at 29. Stockers, 
700 to 800 lbs., sold at 37.50 to $8; choice 
yearlings, 650 to 750 lbs., at 38 to 38.76; 
common to medium steers and heifers, 650 
to 650 lbs., at $6.60 to 36.25.

The calf market was steady to stronger, 
with choice veal selling at 13c to 15c lb., 
and a few extra choice at 15%c lb.

There was no change In the price of 
sheep and lambs, both selling at steady 
prices. ,

Hogs sold fairly steady at prices sent 
out by packers—314.40, fed and watered, 
and 314.85, weighed off cars; There were, 
however, quite a number of carloads that 
sold at 10c higher than the above quota­
tions.

DISCREPANCY IN PRICES.1 1 DRILLING CONTINUED
AT APEX PROPERTY

Commercial Editor, "World, To­
ronto: Dear sir, Perhaps you have 
observed In the last few days that the 
price of oats In Montreal is about 3 
cents a bushel higher than the price 
of oats in Ontario, and yet the freight 
rate, all rail, from Fort William is ex- 
aqtly the same to Montreal as to 
points in Ontario, except In some 
cases on points of the Pere -Mar­
quette, Michigan Central, Ottawa 
and New York Railway, where the 
rates are higher thçm to Montreal.

For verification of the fact that 
the prices In Montreal are 3 cents 
higher than any Ontario official quo­
tations, we refer you to your paper.

It appears to us that the result of 
such a situation has not dawned on 
the grain dealers in Ontario, altho 
brokers and shippers from Fort Wil­
liam have readily grasped the fact 
Previous to this difference in price 
Ontario was very short of all kinds 
of feeding grains, including oats, but 
the situation is a hundred times worse 
today. It Is against all reason to ex­
pect that Winnipeg shippers or To­
ronto brokers will sell oats to On­
tario points when they can realize 3 
cents a bushel more In Montreal and 
east, and the only result to be an- 
lcipated Is an oat famine in Ontario 
In the near future, unless the mer­
chants thruout the province realize 
that If they want any chance of get­
ting In sufficient grain to meet their 
requirements they must be will­
ing to pay the same rate as In Mont­
real, Quebec and the Maritime 
Provinces.

It is useless for the Ontario mer­
chant to look at the price at which 
oats are selling in store Fort Wil­
liam. Oats bought in store today Fort 
William, and ordered out immedi­
ately would not likely be shipped out 
before the opening of navigation, 
which would not reach here until

But,
granted that oats càn be shipped out 
of Fort William or Winnipeg now, the 
chances are that only one car in ten 
would reach the final destination In 
Ontario before six weeks. There are 
hundreds of cars that have been 
shipped out no further west than 
Winnipeg on the 1st of December 
which have not reached Cochrane or 
North Bay, and cars shipped further 
west than Winnipeg, usually from 
Saskatoon, Regina, or Calgary, have 
tittle chance of reaching Ontario 
points for several months yet.

At last everyone seems to realize 
the coal famine, but while coal mer­
chants preached the likelihood of this 
famine months ago. they were not be­
lieved. There has been a com famine 
In Ontario for three or four months 
and the situation will undoubtedly be 
the same In oats unless some steps 
are taken by the merchants to place 
their orders Immediately and at the 
same prices as their competitors in 
Montreal are willing to pay.
