them. She was a very striking figure as she sat in
the cart.  The extraordinary beauty of her fearures,
and the mildness of her looks, strongly contr ted
with the murderer’s red garment which she wore.
She smiled at the spectators whenever she perceived
wourks of sympathy rather than of curiosity, and this
smile gave a truly Rapliaciic expression to her coun-
tenance. Adam Lux, a deputy of Mayence, huving
met the eart, shortly after it ieft the Conciergerie, gaz-
rd with wonder at this beautiful apparition—for he
bud never before seen Charlotte—and a pussion, as
eingular as it was deep, i diately took y
of his mind. *“ Oh!" said he, “ thie woman is surely
greater than Brutus I Auxious once more to he-
bold her, he ran at full speed towards the Pl;ln.l'\
Royal, which he reached before the cart arrived in
front of it.  Auother look which he caxt upon  Char-
lotte Corday completely unsettled hie reason. The
warld to him had suddenly become a void, und he re-
soived to quitit. Rushing like # madman to his own
house, he wrote a letter to the revelutiouury tribunal,
in which he repeated the words he had alrendy utter-
ed at the sight of Charlotte Corday, ‘aml concluded by
asking to be condemned to death, in order that he
might join ber in a better world, His request was
grauted, and he was executed soon ufier.  Before he
died, he begged the exceutioner to bind huyl \mlf the

Death had no terrors for her, but her innate feelings
of modesty were deeply wounded at being thus ex-
posed to public gaze. Her being fastened to the fu-
tal plunk seemed u relief to her; uml»ulw ?«ger!y rush-
ed to death as a refuge agninst this \'mlamnu_l of femule
delicacy.  When her head fell, the executioner took
it up and bestowed a buffet upon one of the cheeks,
The eyes, which were already closed, again upun:-_d
and cast u look of indignation upon the brute, as if
consciousness hud survived the su-pnrulriun of tlyg- heud
from the body.—This fact, extraordinary us it may
seem, has been averred by hundreds of eye-witnessva ;

RETURNED CANDIDATES' SPEECHES.

Mr. Craxe said, that trom the very sulden di
Intion of the House of Assembly, he was ruther un.
expectedly called upon to render an aceount of bis
legislative conduct.  When he first had the honor of
enjoving the situation of Representative, he then sta-
ted his principles.  Upon loeanl subjects he was the
organ of Lis constituents, to carry their wishes into
efiect ; and he flattered himself, that he had nlwavs
discharged his duties in a manner satisfuctory to them ;
—it he hud not done what they thought right, he wus
ulways ready to give reasons for bis conduct.  Upon
general questions ol importunce to nll the subjects of
the Piovince, he reserved to himself the liberty of
voting as he thought proper, and it lad Lieen his in-
variable rule never to do any thing rashly, never to
give a vote without expressing his reasous for it —
Elections seem to e the timo when all the transgres-
sions of Cundidutes are pointed out, but it seemed to
him that constituents ought, from time to tinie, in-
form their representatives of their sentiments upon
their members' conduct.  From the shortuess of the
canvnss, hie did not hear Lefore yesterdny of any coni-
plaints being made, but ifuny were made hie was rea-
dv to unswer them, —Lhe gentleman then went into
u lengthy detail of the Custom Mouse in Nova-Scotia,
and of the favournble bargain mace Ly the House of
New-Brunswick with regard to the Custem House
establishment, and that the mensure emanated from
the Westinoreland members. — He next went to a sub-
ject of very great importance—ths Dissenters' Mar-
ringe Bill. © He from the first was alvays sanguine of
its being carvied.  He thought the House hnd only to
pursue i moderate steady course of conduct, and they
would succeed ; they hud done so, and the event jus-
titied his predictions.  There was no dissenting voice
in passing it, their deliberations were only for the im-
provenient of its clauses und provisions. fle never
remembered secing the House of Assemhly so
crowded, as when that Bill was under conaideration ;
the most enlightened, intelligent, and influential in
the Province were in attendance. He observed -
mong them the Archdencon, und several other clergy-
men of the Dstailished Church. The next day pe-
titions poured into the House, convinced by the ur-
guments and eloqueice of his friend on the right, (Mr.
Chundler.)—No session ever passed without the Cu-
sual Revenue being brought forward. He was rendy
and willing to defend his conduct upon that question
it called upon. e wns once more betore his consti-
tuents, and if fortunate enough to obtain their suffra-
ges, would uttend to their interests to the utmost of
his power.

Mr. Cuanprer next addressed the Freeholdsrs. —
He said that various subjects of great importance to
the Province bad within the last four Years come un-
der the considerntion of the © ouse of Assembly. Ho
was now addressing himsell to the enlightened and in-
fluential Freeholders of the County of Westmoreland
—nut to those who were prejudiced against him, nor
to those who wero enrryiug abont the Journals of the
Houre under their arms, It was he who brought the
Disscuters’ Murriage Bill into the House, and he did
it not tor the purpose of courting popularity —(hear,
henr.)—He did not care for the sncers of one or two
individuals who met Lis eye,—(cries af * more, more,')
but becuuse it was the interest of the Church itself to
do away with invidious distinctions. If he were
Bishop of Nova-Scotia, the very firat act of his aould
be, to get o Marriage Bill passed in the most liberal
manner.—The Casual Revenue was the most impor-
tunt undetermined measure to the Province. It was
ruised from Crown Lands, Licences on Timber, &e.,
and is a larger Revenue than ever was known to ex-
ist in uny other Colony. For the lnst seven years,
addresses hiave been mide to have the accounts of the
Casual Revenue brought Lefore the House; but the
answer always was, thet it was not subject to the con-
troul of the House.  Without it the Honse was a
mere pugeantry. Without powerover the purse strings,
they might expend a little money upon the rowds,
make bounties upon gruin, pass a few unimportunt
local acts ; but while it remained in the power of the
Commissioner ot Crown Lands to suy whether one
shilling or two shillings was to be puid for timber per
ton, it was the shadow without the substavce. Fhe
Cavual Revenue was never before tuken up in the way
it was the session before last.  Petitions cantein from
all parts of the Province except Westmoreland.  The
House resolved itself into 8 Committee of Grievances,
(A resory the House proceeds 1o in extraordinary cases)
founded fucty, r i were passed, an Ad-
dress prepared to His Mujesty’s Government, and
Delegates appointed to carry them across the Atlantic.
They were taken Lefore Mr, Stanley, the Secretary
of State ; the deputies kept nothing back from him,
and the important principles that the House should
have the collecting and expending of the Casual nnd
Territorinl Reveuues, were conceded.  The Delega-
tion ing effected this, returied to the Proviuce,
and received the unanimons thanks of the House for
their proceedings. [ Mr. Chandler here fuvoured the
Freeholders with nn episode of the Countries thirough
which e liad travelled while ou the Delegation Mis.
sion—he had visited four Kingdome, nud New-Bruys-
wick in every respect was preferable to them all:}—

‘Lig conditious upon which they obtained this, was

hy making a permanent grant of £14,000, as a provi-
sion for the civil list. The learned gentieman next
read Irom the Journals the resolutioa of the House
accepting the offer of Government. By this they
gained two Jrinciples: first, the principle of pounds,
shillings and pence ; secondly, the great and constitu-
tional question, whether the House of Assembly have
the power of controlling and regulating the collection
and expenditure of the Casual Revenue. As to the
first, the Casunl Revenue for the Inst vear was £30.-
0005 and the sum voted left a balunce in our favor of
£16 000 : the ifiterest of which, together with the in-
terest of the £30,000 from the Crown Land Compuny,
il allowed ta accumulate, would in eleven years create
a principal whose interest would be suflicient to pav
the whole sum voted. Seven farmers voted for this
grant, and only two agninst it ; and one of these told
him (Mr.C..) ipon coming out of the House, after the
vote had passed, that Le conld not convince his con-
stituents, or he should hnve Leen upon the other side.
The learned gentlenan then proceeded to state that
the Province owed much on this subject to the firm-
nees, honesty of intention, and talent of his friend
from Churlotte,— Mr. Brown: that gentleman's senti-
ments always coincided with his, and he respected his
principles, ouly they were rather too lbersl. The
next day after the House had aceepted the offer made
by Government, thev received a Messoge from the
Governor, stating th:1 the money (rne the Crown
Land Company was net included in the revenues to
be surrendered.  He proposed the resolutiou reseind-
ing the vote fur o permunent grant, as the one great
inducement for voting the £14,000, was this sum trom
the Land Company. ~ Aud he must Lere pay atribute
to the memory of Dr. Swith, who has served this
County for so miany vears so faithfully and so inde-
pendentlv.  The resson of kis (Dr. Smith's) rame
not aipewring upon the procecdings, was that he w.s
Chairinan of the Committee. Mr. C. then read the
resolution rescinding the grant. From that resolution
aM wdiress bid been prepared, in clear, distinet, and
lucid terme, impossible to be misunderstood, te Le lnid
ut the toot of the L'hrone.: It has been sent home, —
Notwithstunding his atrenuous exertions in stpport of
the Grain Bounty, that measure has heen lost to the

ountiy.  Town and Courtry intere e not iden-
titied. The town members nre opposed te uny thing
thut brings mouey into the Country. Those Mem.
Lers who voted against the Gruin Bounty voted n.
gainst the Casunl Revenue being settled. He hud
for six years prayed to uring in a bill to lay a duty
upon British Munufuctures, but was ulways answered
by the Town Members that it wis aguinst the Royul
Instroctions, . When the Delegntion were st home,
thew did not forget o enquire ‘the epinion of M.
Stunley—Mr. Stanley suid, that the instructions al-
luded to, bud not for a great muny years been acted
upen, and that so long as Colouies did not give the
prefevence to foreign manufaetures, they were consi.
dered o dead lefter.  The effect of that bill was to
make the man who dressed in broad cloth pay a duty,
while the furmer sud mechanic who wore homespun
pay none. He had steadily refused to borrow £20,-
000, as that would involve the country in debt. He
proposed numbering the warrants, and that had the
effect ot preserving the country man from the mer.
chaut, it kept him from waiting two er three years
for his money, and then after ull beiug perhaps obli-
ged to get some merchant to discount it, at the enor-
mous rate of 15 or 20 per cent.  As to money mnt-
ters, however, he referred them to his colleagus, (Mr.
Crane) whe both nt bome wnd abrond wns so well
versed in such matters.  (Laughter.)—-He (Mr.
Chandler) had been a Member for seven yenrs, and,
including the time he wae at home upon the Deleya-

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Mr. Paryer commenced by saying the Electors
had bieen called wpon perhaps rather unexpectedly to
decide who chould serve them in General Assembly ;
and aliho’ it would put them to same inconvenience
und trouble st this season of the year, yet he knew
they would wndertuke the task ith wlacrity and
cheerfuluess when they conxidered the oftener they
were enlled upon 1o exercise this grand preroga-
tive, the hetter guarded will be their rights and privi-
leges,ond the better the chance of having theirinterests
sttended to.  And however fortunate they might
have been at all times in choosing good men for that
purpose, there ean be no harm in their often returning
to their constituents for their approval. (Applause.)
—This was an important era in the Legslative con-
cerns of this Province—it was a time when the Le-
gislature is about to asssume the payment of the Civil
List aud accept what is termed the Casual Revenue :
the thing has been propored, and overtures have been
made; the Home Government have offered to sur-
render ull the mionics now levied, collected, and ex-
pended, by the Crown within the Province, (except
what shouldd arise from a certain. Land Company
formed in Englund, for the purpose of purchasing, and
settling lands in the North Ameircan Colonies, ) pro-
vided the Legisluture should muke and secure, a per-
manent grant of 14,000 pounds per annum, to be
expended by the Crown in paying the high oflicers of
Government.  Now us this amount is-above what is
required to puy the present exorbitant saluries soloud-
ly compluined of, there can be no reason for neeeding
to the meusure.  (Great Applause.)—He was there-
fore of the apinion that the Legishature should never
give around sum, (hear, hear) nor agree to the pro-
posal until a proper seule of saluries should he fixed
und determined on, (cheers,) such ay would be suit-
able to persons Blling high stations, and such as the
liberal pecple of this Province would wish to see thy m
enjoy j—und not leave it to the eaprice of a Colonial
Miniater, to lavish it on whom he might please.  But
if & surplus should be at his command, it is 10 e ex-
pected,that when favorites were sent out,their saluries
will be raised rather than reduced. (Cheers.)—We
have lutely had an instance—the vacuncy in the
Judgskip being filied up from home, and it is not to
be presumed that this Gentleman accepted office with
an expectation of having the present allowuance low ered.
Then would it not be desirable to have the Judges’
salaries fixed, and made indeperdent of the Crown as
well as the people, (cheers) shut when people were for-
ced into the Liw, (and be believed they all knew when
thit was the case they bad to pay pretty well for it,)
they might at least huve the satisfaction of knowing
that they had been before a Tribunal which had no
other ends in view but Justice. (Cheers.)—A great
deal has been said ubout the good Larguin the Pro-
vince would have made by accepting the proposal
of Government; but when he looked to the principal
resource from whence it wrises, he must come 1o «
different conclusion. One of the resources is the duty
on Timber tuken from the forests, which are fust Jis-
appesring,—aund another, the Crown Lunds, which
ure sold ut 5o high a price, as to put it ot of the reach
of that description of persons who are caleulated to
settle the fovests ;—this then being the case, some-
thing would have to be done, to ameliorate the con-
dition of the latter, so that little or nothing could be
expected from that quarter.  And sheuld the Home
Government manage to eanty into effect the contern-
plated wlteration in the Timber duties, nearly the
whole of that revenue would be exhausted, (renewcd
cheers), and the fourteen thousand would have 1o he
made up by laying dutics upon the necessavies of hite,
Rather then thav incur this risk, he thought they
had better let the ihing remain a5 it wus, and feel

their way in the dark a Jittle longer.  (Continued
cheering ).—1le had the honor of once serving them
in General Assembly for a short time, and the good
or evil that he might have done there he should not
at this time undertuke to stute, They were all aware
of what his proceedings were as well as himself, and
he had only 10 say he eculd never learn, either at
home orabroad, (althe’ iiis conduct was closely can-
vassed by those opposed 1o him), that ever his judg-
ment was condemned or his integrity doubted, (re-
newed applause and cries of “no never.”)—He was an
unsuccessful candidate at the last election. At its
termination he was fourd a little minus, but from the
numerous votes, and generul friendship he received
upon that occasion, he was induced to think, and he
was siill of the same opinion, that there was a raajority
of the Frecholders in his favour ; and had it not turn-
el out towards the clase, that voting for him would
interfere with and throw out the fovonite Candidute,
whom many of his friends were pledged to support,
be felt contident, that he would have been returned
one of their members, Delieving this to be the ease,
and being very genernlly requested at this time to
come forward, he wus induced to offer himsclf a can-
didate, soliciting their sufirages.  (Cheering.)— To
ehusierste ull thetnties of u Legistator scould be te-
dious, and to make promises which might never he
pecformed would he ueeless. He had only to say,
the business which had occupied u great portion of
his time has given Lim an opportunity of knowing the
situnzion of almost every peison in the County, and
more particularly of the state of the rouds. The
Gentlemun then” eoncluded by stating the farming
interest was at present much depressed and required
Legislative protection, and which if he were success-
ful should alwnys receive hin support, &s well as all
other measures of utility, and that he would serve
them to the best of his ability, (Continued and deaf-
ening cheers.)

Mr. HasyincTox said that he weas not much
known through the County, and he was awnre that
thut circumstonce alone would in $0INe mensure vpe-
rate againat him on the present occasion.
