Washington, July 22—The passing of
the Canadian reciprocity bill by the sen-
ate today,in precisely the form it emerged
from the house, brmgs to end President
Taft’s long fight for the measure, but dur-
ing the debate which led up to today’s final
action party lines were swept away and
a .vigorous fight was waged to saddle the
measure with riders that friends of = the
measure claimed would “have meant the
defeat of the whole proposition.

Follawing the passage of the bill by the
senate-and its immediate signajure by
Wice-President Sherman the measure
must be “messaged” back to the house
who originated it, engrossed on parch-
ment, signed by Speaker Clark, and then
signed by President Taft.

The bill probably will not go to the
president until his return from Beverly
(Mass.), next week.

An analysis of the vote showed that 24
Republicans voted against the bill and 21
in favor of it; while three Democrats
voted against it and 32 in favor of it.

Beverly, Mass.,, July 23—In the first
statement he has made since the passdge

of the reciprocity bill by the senate, Presi-{

dent Taft at the summer White House to-
night, freely acknowledged that his long,
hard ecampaign in behalf of that measure
would have proved unavailing if the Demo-
crats had not helped him. Without such
aid, the president declared, reciprocity
would have been “impossible.”

The statement reads as follows:

“That I am very much pleased with the
passage of the Canadian reciprocity bill
through both houses of «congress goes
without saying.

For Pure Milk
A Dbill dealing with the milk problem

is soon to be introduced by Mr. Burns,

and at a meeting of the agricultural cham-
ber held in. Londen on the 1lth, it was
decided that the recommendations of the
chamber of Agriculture should be incor-|
porated in the hill. The dairy products
committee ask that the milk be taken out
of the food and drugs act, and dealt with
separately by the milk act for the sale
of milk. '

It is hoped that milk on sale should be
labelled “separated” er “skimmed,” as the
case may be. This is for the protection
of the consumers in the poor districts. It
is further hoped that inspectors shall have
power to enter the milk shops and that
when a criminal prosecution is intended
the inspectors should prove how the milk
has been adulterated.

| New York, July 22—A million dollar gift
to the endownment fund of the American
board of commissioners for foreign mis-
sions, which has headquarters in Boston,
is announced here by the secretary of the
! New York branch. The source of the gift
| is not named.

The gift is toward a $2,000,000 endow-
ment which the missionary board has been
trying to raise for several years.
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Port Au Prince, Haiti; July 24—The re-
volutionists are marching on this city, the
capital. The situation of the government
is critical. President Simon, who was
disheartened by the reverses of the gov-
ernment troops at Fort Liberte, is serious-
ly ill with pulmonary trouble. He is at
the palace.

Berlin, July 24—The German Minister
to Hayti has asked the government to send
a warship to these waters to protect Ger-
man interests. No decision has been
reached, as it is thought the crisis may
be passed before the cruiser Bremen could
arrive at Hayti from Montreal, and no
other German warships are available for
the mission.

Northern Hayti, from Cape Haytien to
within ten miles of Port au Prince, is in

the hands of the rebels, and those wise
in insurrection affairs now look upon the
complete surrender of the island and the
flight of the present administration as a
certainty within a few days. !

Cape Haytien was entered and pillaged
on July 20, and shortly after President
Simen, with his cabinet and three thou-
sand troops, took refuge on board the
German steamship Syria. The Syria has
reached Port au Prince loaded to the
gunwales with defeated government troops
and the administrative officials.

At Gonaives,and St. Marc all the gov-
ernment troops deserted to the rebels in
a body, and at Cape Haytien the federal
forces had already started the lpoting:of
the town when the insurgents entered.
